MIKE GODIN, C.B.O., BUILDING DEPARTMENT  ï 7:41  P.M.:  

Building Department Report dated April 21, 2010:  
 

1. Draft by-Laws as requested; 
a. Special Events (revised draft)  
b. Site Alteration ( to regulate the excavation & or placement of 

fill without  benefit of a building permit)  
c. Site Plan Control ( to regulate the grading of a lot with 

benefit of an building permit)  
2. Pinnacle Park Campground update ~  

a. The manager/maintenance personnel in conjunction with the 
current board of directors have kept to their word in creating 
a more compliant situation with respect to occupancy of the 
park during the winter as well as construction issues.  They 
are dealing, internally with the rogue lot occupier who is still 
in violation.  I have been requested to initiate action against 
the lease holders of Lot 68, who have not only constructed 
extra space but has further violated the by -law by removing 
the wheels/axles which has rendered the original trailer 
unmovable.  The Board as well as the management staff 
realize that the Park will named as well as the lot lease 
holder.  Their feeling is that someone needs to be charged to 
bring the others in line by sending the message that wil l ñ0ò 
tolerance with respect to violations.  I will need councils OK 
to develop the paper work and have it review by legal 
counsel. (pictures in a separate envelope) 

b. The unopened road allowance between concessions 5 & 6 
(south end of park) was being used as access to the park 
when the gate was closed and locked.  A request is being 
made by the Park Board of Directors for Township Council to 
place a vehicular traffic blocking barricade at the western 
entrance to this road allowance. 

3. Spoke with Ralph George regarding the excavation on his chip truck 
lot.  He has advised me that there is no construction planned for that 
area, he just wanted to level out the ground (get rid of small hills and 
holes) to make it more pleasant for his customers.  He will be coming 
to me with an application to build a small (his word) storage building 
at the back (east) property line.  

4. 12193 County Road # 24 ï fence and gate on Township land.  I have 
spoken to the owner who said that she wanted to stop people from 
coming onto the land to dump more garbage and cause possible 
vandalism to her structure.  I advised her that the Township owns 
the land and the fence & gate must be moved off of it.  She asked 
for time to complete task and I granted until May 12/10.  

5. Accessibility renovations ï concerns regarding doors in ACC.  A point 
to keep in mind is that all doors will have power openers.  

i) The high lock position is only on doors with dead bolt locks. The 
contractor informs me that this is the standard factory location for  
dead bolts.  He will request patch kits and relocate locks to a lower 
level. 
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ii) The hall door that opens against the female washroom door.  This 
configuration is the only practical one that works.  The door is 
required an air-lock similar to the main entrance because of the 
exterior door at the library.  It also acts as a fire door and must swing 
in the direction of primary travel, that is towards the exterior door at 
the library end of the hall.  Also, if it was hinged on the other side 
and swung towards the wall of the new F ire Office then there would 
be a real danger of someone, while exiting the washroom, could be 
trapped between the washroom door frame (fixed in concrete block) 
and the power operated steel door that could be in motion.  I 
recommend a brightly lettered sign on interior surface of the 
washroom stating ñ CAUTION ï HALL DOOR MAY BE OPEN  or  
OPENINGò. 

iii) The accessible washroom door has a keyed lock.  This lock will be 
electronically overridden when the push button is activated to open 
the door.  Inside the washroom will be an ñOccupant Sensorò that 
detects movement.  So long as movement is detected then no one 
will be able to activate the outside button and gain entrance. This 
provides privacy and security for the user.  If emergency entrance is 
required then a standard key is used to unlock the door.  To exit the 
washroom the user will simply push the interior button or make use 
of the handle.  At no time will anyone be locked inside.  

iv) Progress Draw Invoices and payment resolutions attached as 
separate document. 

v) During the initial demolition stage at the Alnwick Civic Centre, serious 
issues were discovered with the existing electrical system.  I 
authorized the emergency patch, which permitted the electricity to be 
restored but necessitated more permanent remedial work.  Part of 
this work was to rewire from the electrical underground to the front 
kitchen area.  The floor was no removed or damaged, rather the 
wires were pulled through the existing in -slab conduit.  The attached 
resolution authorizes the payment of the invoice for this work, which 
was not included in the original contract, in the amount of $1,790.22.
