The Planning Ccordinator, Terrence Korotki, advised the following comments

were received from the foll owing ministries and agencies:

U Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency: The minor variance application
is to permit the re -construction of a seasonal dwelling. The existing building is
located within the 6.0 metres (19.68 feet) (3.7 metres on the north side and
1.63 metres on the south side) required for the north and south side yard
setbacks. It is also located within the 38.1 metres (125 feet) required as a
setback from the high water mark of Rice Lake.

The variance will permit the proposed re-construction which will further
reduce the required north side yard setback to 3.1 metres (10.1 feet). It will
recognize the existing and proposed south side yard building location of 1.6
metres (5.2 feet) and it will recognize the existing location of the proposed
re-development from the high water mark of 26 metres (85.3 feet).
Therefore, the only further reduction (i.e. to the existing situation) that will
result from the proposed re-development is in the north side yard. The
property is designated Shoreline which permits limited seasonal residential
dwellings. According to the application, the lands are zoned Seasonal
Residential (SR) which permits seasonal dwellings.

A site visit was carried out on March 4™, 2010. It was observed that the lot is
very small (9903 sq metres/.22 acres). However, the lot size is not atypical in
the area. The lot accommodates a septic sewage disposal system which
further limits the opportunity to meet required setbacks. There is no
development on lands abutting to the south and no development across on
the other side of the private access road. The existing dwelling constitutes
the last development on the private road. The proposed development will
improve the existing development on the site. It is recognized that even
without approval of the variances, the applicant has the right to re -construct
the dwelling on the existing footprint. It is also recognized that the
application will create only one change to the existing situation i.e. the
requested variance to the north yard setback. This variance will reduce the
existing distance of the dwelling from the north prop erty line to 3.1 metres
(10.1 feet). The adjacent side yard on the lands to the north is 2.7 metres
(8.85 feet), thereby separating the re -constructed dwelling and the dwelling
to the north by 4.3 metres (14.1 feet). It is understood that the lot to the
north is owned by a family member. Taking all these factors into account,
PRMPA recommends that minor variance application MW21/2010 be
supported, as it meets the intent of
Bylaw, is minor in nature (compared to the existing situation and the
replacement option) and should not adversely affect surrounding land uses.

It is recommended that the applicant solicit direction from the Conservation
Authority regarding measures to protect water quality in Rice Lake during
construction.

U Alnwick/Haldimand Public Works Department: An entrance is allowed
only at location approved by the Public Works Superintendent at the expense
of the Property Owner.

U Lower Trent Conservation Authority: Lower Trent Conservation has no
concerns in principal with approval of the proposed Minor Variance
application MV-01/2010. Conservation Authority staff recommends that as a
condition of approval:

1. That the proposed development be setback a minimum of 6 meters from
the regulatory flood elevation of 187.9 meters to allow emergency access
allowance from the identified floodplain hazard.

In addition, Lower Trent Conservation recommends that :

1. The applicant(s) be advised of the applicability of the Development,
Interference with Wetlands & Alterations to Shorelines & Watercourses
Regulation (Ontario Regulation 163/06), and the need for written approval
from the Conservation Authority for any development within the identified
regulated area. It will be important to demonstrate that the
reconstruction of the seasonal single detached dwelling is compliant with
Ontario Regulation 163/06.

U Haliburton, Kawartha Pine Ridge District Health Unit: A site visit was
carried out by the undersigned on March 16™, 2010. As a result of that
inspection our office has no objection to the Minor Variance. However, the
existing sewage disposal system will be replaced at the time of the
renovation. The renovation will involve the construction of a foundation, and
the footprint of the renovated structure will be located further back from the
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lake than the existing footprint. The requirements of the Conservation
Authority, location of the building and whether a new well is provided, will
determine if a holding tank or septic tank and leaching bed will be able to be
installed. A Sewage System Permit will be required at the time of the
Building Permit application. o

On January 27, 2010, we filed objections to the two De Graauw applications for a
severance and for an easement. There were also a number of other property
owners who raised concerns of their own and submitted letters to Town officials.

Since that time, we have studied the issues more closely and are concerned that
Mr. De Graauw is not acting in good faith with respect to the planning bylaws.
Let's start with the 3.47 acre parcel of land that fronts onto St. Andrews Drive.
This parcel of land has gradually been orphaned by:

e previous development along Station Road,

* the establishment of the Haldimand Hills Estate subdivision

» the extension of St. Andrews Drive through to Station Road.
In its current state, the parcel of land has extreme slopes on the northern,
eastern and southern boundaries. The topography adjacent to St. Andrews Drive
is such that only one entrance is feasible. To our knowledge, Town officials have
told Mr. De Graauw that they are not prepared to approve more than one access
point from St. Andrews Drive and have also specifically ruled out a common
driveway to two separate properties on this parcel of land because common
driveways are often sources of dispute between neighbours.

The severance proposed by the De Graauw's in their application numbered AH-
22A/2009 is patently flawed since it creates a useless parcel of land that gives lip
service to the Municipality’s requirements for minimum frontage and area.
Fortunately the Haliburton Pine Ridge District Health Unit recognized the flaws in
this severance application and withheld their approval.

Mr. De Graauw's solution to the access limitations on St. Andrews Drive was to
purchase Lot 32 on Bowman Court South and apply for a 40-foot wide easement
to allow construction of a roadway up to the top of the hill and to run utilities
within this same easement. This application seeks to change an approved
subdivision plan against the wishes of other property owners on the street. If
approved it would compromise Lot 32 by removing a prime portion of the
property. Not only that but construction of a straight roadway up a seven-degree
slope would give rise to runoff and erosion issues not to mention hazardous
conditions in the winter months.

The creation of such narrow parcels of land is not in keeping with the existing
neighbourhood nor with the spirit of the severance process.

At Mr. De Graauw’s request, | met with him twice to discuss objections to his
applications. | reiterated the concerns that had been raised by the Health

Department and the Lower Trent Conservation Authority about his applications
and told him that neighbours had serious reservations about potential runoff
