Report as submitted by Mr. Arryn McNichol, Treasurer

1. Grants: Submitted four claims that spanned 2007, 2008, 2009, 2010, and 2011. This included BCF 24677 (Benlock Bridge Overflow) for approximately 223,000; ISF 2078 (Shelter Valley Road Rehabilitation) for approximately 687,000: ISF 2119 (Library addition) for approximately 350,000; Claim 28221 (PSAB) from 2007, which was actually expired, but I called Barb Maknoni from OMAFRA and received an extension. This grant was for approximately 8,500.  These should come in the next two months. 
1. GST: Went back as far as 2008 to claim approximately 300,000 in unclaimed GST. Talked to CRA regarding this matter and faxed in the federal and provincial claim forms.
1. Budget: Preformed a March 31, 2011proposed budget to actual. This exercise allowed me to compare and make notes on Terry’s budget numbers. Went over Terry’s numbers with Beth and Terry, and made more notes. This will allow us to refine the budget numbers and include revised proposed budget numbers for the meeting tomorrow. Beth is coming up with the donation list.
1. Audit: The audit is scheduled for the last week in April. Spoke to Richard S. at Collins Barrow and he stated that he has written off 10,000 in audit fees and he would write off another 10,000 due to “audit inefficiencies”. This will cause the 2010 audit fees to decrease. You will note this as a change in audit fees in the 2010 budget to actual spreadsheet. We also came to a verbal agreement regarding audit fees for the 2010 audit. The audit fees will be significantly less than the 45,000 (less than half) that was a proposed budget figure. We still do not have the 2009 financial statements but I’m assured these will be forthcoming after a second partner review. As indicated in an earlier email, the 223,000 that was missed in 2009 will be applied against the 2009 contribution from reserves account, thus raising reserves. 
1. Federal Gas Tax: Submitted federal gas tax treasurer’s statement indicating that we did not spend any of the 2010 federal gas tax on surface treatment. Our federal gas tax carry forward in a reserve from 2009/10, coupled with our recent federal gas tax payment gives us over 300,000 to spend on surface treatment this year. I’m going to prepare a very lengthy report to allow Alnwick/Haldimand to spend our federal gas tax money on other types of infrastructure. This report should be finished by the end of summer and a new agreement should be in place for 2012.

1. Water: Currently finishing the financials and worksheets for water. The last three year financials will provide the base to calculate and prepare a capital program for water. Infrastructure solutions will be creating the capital program
MPMP/FIR: I have received all the FIR/MPMP information from the department heads and once I receive the 2009 financial statements I will submit a revised copy of the FIR/MPMP.
