• We have engaged The Central Archaeological Group by quotation to complete a Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment of the site. Due to the site's closeness to the Alderville First Nations Reserve we felt this was beneficial. This report is due to our office on August 13th; 
• We have also engaged Sanchez Engineering to complete a Stormwater Management Study and Report, as per recommendations from Mike Lovejoy of Lower Trent Conservation. Once we provide draft layout design to Sanchez they will commence thier portion of work. Sanchez portion of work will take up to three weeks. 
• We have contacted 43 Degrees North and received a copy of the legal survey of the property that was previously completed; 
• Our staff are currently completing a topographic survey of the property and surrounding area for use in design. Our survey and draft site layout should be completed by the end of this week, for use by Sanchez Engineering.
