Burning Permits 
Any person setting an open-air fire in the Township of 
Alnwick/Haldimand shall be responsible for any damage 
to property or injury to persons occasioned by the said 
open air fire, and; be liable for all costs incurred by the 
Fire Department of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand, 
including the costs of all personnel, equipment and 
apparatus responding to extinguish the said open-air 
fire.  In addition to the costs above, a fine will be levied 
to the person responsible up to $5,000.00 under the 
Provincial Offences Act, (Ontario).  Any persons who 
is planning a controlled fire is advised to notify 
Bernadette Murray at the Grafton Municipal Office 
at 905-349-2822 (ext. 25) to supply the ap-
propriate documentation as required by By-
Law #95-2001.

Seven Steps to Cold Weather Safety 
Winter weather has arrived in much of the country.  Do 
you know the signs of hypothermia, and what to do if you 
get frostbite? 
 

1. Listen for weather  4. Seek shelter 
    Forecast  5. Stay dry 
2. Plan ahead  6. Keep active 
3. Dress warmly  7. Be aware 
 

Hypothermia:  Being cold over a prolonged period of 
time can cause a drop in body temperature.  Shivering, 
confusion and loss of muscular can occur.  It can pro-
gress to a life-threatening condition where shivering stops 
or the person loses consciousness. 
What to do: Get medical attention immediately.  Lay the 
person down and avoid rough handling, particularly if the 
person is unconscious. Get the person indoors.  Gently 
remove wet clothing. Warm the person gradually and 
slowly, using available sources of heat. 
Frostbite: A more severe condition, where both the skin 
and the underlaying tissue (fat, muscle, bone) are frozen.  
Skin appears white and waxy and is hard to the touch.  
No sensation. 
What to do:  Frostbite can be serious and can result in 
amputation.  Get medical help! Do not rub or massage 
the area.  Do not warm the area until you can ensure it 
will stay warm.  Warm the area gradually using body heat 
or warm water.  Avoid direct heat which can burn the 
skin.
