	CALL TO ORDER

Mayor McDonald called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m.

	III.
	DELEGATION

Mr. Rick Norlock, M.P., Northumberland Quinte West was in attendance and provided a thorough overview of Trade Agreements, as well as, the status of the CETA (Canadian European Trade Agreement).  Mr. Norlock's Assistant, Erica Meekes advised that all the information presented today by Mr. Norlock is available on the CETA Website.

Mr. Bob Garthson was in attendance and noted that the tariffs are not the issue with the CETA Agreement as they are low already.  It is the fact the documents were not provided by government officials it was provided to Canadians by Europeans.    He also noted that the issue of European companies taking over water systems has not been addressed.  Mr. Garthson stated that the status of the negotiations should be available to everyone in full format in order to observe exactly what is being stated by both participating parties.  Also, how are disputes with respect to the Agreement going to be resolved?  Mr. Garthson stated that this should be a fully open democratic process.

Mrs. Magic noted that we need to educate ourselves to refine our own natural resources which then can be preserved and sold or traded to other countries at a higher price.

	PREVIOUS ITEMS AND NEW BUSINESS FOR DISCUSSION

-Discussion of Municipal Deficiency Listing update as provided by Mr. Mike Godin, CBO/MBEO on July 7th, 2011.

Attached is a copy of the deficiencies list that Terry and John compiled. I have reviewed the list with John and present the following;
- I have been advised that the Alnwick Civic Centre Board has received a list of the items there and that they will be attending to them.

Completed Items:
-Municipal building front - railing, rear - place topsoil, 
-Cemetery property brush gone, 
-Grafton Comm. Centre – brush gone 
-Centreton Hall – all work completed
-Public Works (Centreton) – new gate completed 
-Fenella Hall – weeds gone 

If John has access to Works summer students for 5 days then all painting at all facilities on the list can be completed with minimal costs. 
-Work to be completed
-Municipal building front – remove 2 stumps (2-3 hrs. works dept.), - rear – replacement of bricks` a previous estimate (2010) came in about $1,800 and was not followed through.



 
-Immel Wing – masonry step repair has been arranged by john should be completed soon, removal of the 2 highest chimneys is not required at this time as no leaks are evident and they are securely capped, the full height & exposed chimney can be removed when exterior renovations to structure are undertaken. 
-Parking lot concrete curbs – approximately $65 each plus placement costs. They create an impediment to effective snow removal by virtue of their location on the asphalt. 
-Grafton Comm. Centre – removal of fence post – roads crew 2-3 hours 
-Station 1 – removal of trees and brush by roads crew ½ day +/- 
-Public works (Centreton) – Eavetrough to be repaired/replaced after ice shield installed – recommend pricing total job. Storage building facia replacement approx. $100.00 
-Centreton Centennial Park – If park is no longer in active use then I recommend all structures and light poles be removed. This will render the park safe and substantially reduce the Municipality’s liability exposure. 
-Fenella Hall – south side ramp is for kitchen caterer’s use and is NOT intended as Barrier Free therefore handrails are not required but a sign to indicate that it is not a Barrier Free access point could be installed. Replacing railway ties is cheap bandaid that should be abandoned, I recommend investigating the use of natural or cut stone to be used as a retaining wall, it will be more cost but less maintenance. As to the rest I have not checked it yet. 
-Public Works (Roseneath Yard) – The utility pole and wires were installed by Ontario Hydro when they used that facility for temporary offices. When they left the cut the wires and left the pole. They should be required to come back and remove it. John can fix the downspout in a couple of hours. 
-Vernonville Community Centre – removal of trees and brush could be completed by Works department in about a day. 

-Pedestrian Walkway through the Hamlet of Grafton.  Councillors Logel, Stover and Jaynes along with Mayor McDonald would investigate this proposal further and possibly form a Committee to compile a proposal for presentation to Council.

-Mr. Korotki provided an update with respect to Senior Staff Vacation.
-An ad notice inviting individuals who may be interested in sitting as a member of the Public Liaison Committee for the Grafton Water System, was delivered by hand by John and Jane Eagleson.
-Haldimand Memorial Arena usage discussion.  It was suggested by Councillor Jaynes that maybe a sub-committee of the Arena Board could be established to investigate venues that would increase the usage of the facilities.
