	MIKE GODIN, C.B.O., BUILDING DEPARTMENT

A written update pertaining to Building Department issues will be supplied to Council on the Monday, July 18th, 2011 or before.

1. Daily Yard Sale on County Road 45 ~ spoke to owners on July 15/11 and advised them they must cease the operation and remove all signage and furniture items from county Road 45. At first they were perplexed by the order but eventually came to the understanding that it did pose a safety risk to the travelling public. I further advised them that if they wish to resume daily retail sales they would need to speak to the CAO to make application for a re-zoning. 




2. Long grass 3rd Line Roseneath ~ Part of yard on one residence was cut, I left note stating that I will be on site with a crew during the week of July 25 to 29. This allows them time to complete before we spend Township funds and permits scheduling of a crew to complete work. 
3. Grafton garage ~ Owner appears to have initiated a cleanup of the property, I will encourage him to continue to remove waste material. 
4. Refrigeration Trailer on Macklin Road ~ I spoke to owner of company who assured me that he speak directly to the driver and it would not be a problem any longer. He asked if it was OK to park the unit in that location if the unit was not running and replied yes because it would be the same as any other dry good trailer – no noise. I did not receive any email complaints over the weekend regarding this issue.
