Building Department Report for the Month of June 2011:

1. June Month end permit report. 
2. Temporary residence while permanent dwelling being constructed; I have been operating under the working policy (unwritten) that up to 12 months is permitted and beyond that time an agreement is to be signed with council and registered on title. 
a. New home construction on Community Centre Road. Letter on file from owner to have existing structure removed on or before April 2012, being 12 months after permit issued. 
b. Dwelling on Pete’s Road. Original intention was to render the former dwelling uninhabitable and use it as a storage/workshop and pool house. The services to the structure have been disconnected. Since the permit was issued those plans have changed and the owner has stated that the structure will be coming down this year. Weather has played a major role in that the building is seriously deteriorating to the point where it is not suitable for anything other than fill. 
3. Jim Leonard application for special event ~ I have received all required information from Mr. Leonard. He has complied with the requirements of Schedule ‘A’. His security force will be paid uniformed off duty OPP officers. 
4. Mr. Al Martin has emailed me to state that he will comply with Council’s request resolution and will be delivering an additional cheque for the extra day. 





5. I have received a verbal, then written, complaint regarding the Bowmanton International Airport. The complaint revolves around the model airplanes that have taken flight on a more regular basis. At one time they operated only on weekends but now, apparently, they are there t various times during week. I cannot find nor am I aware of any by-law that we have that would regulate or govern this activity. 
6. I received phone call complaint regarding highway tractors & trailers (refrigeration units) being parked on the shoulder of roads with subdivisions. The running motors are causing distress to residents in close proximity to the units and the complaints also wonder why they can drive on and park on roads that were not designed for the heavy units. I have consulted with the Road Superintendent who informed me that, according the Highway Traffic Act, during the winter he can these vehicles removed for obstructing snow removal. If, however, Council wishes to enact a by-law to prevent these vehicles from parking on Municipal roads, then a fine system is needed. A by-law must be passed with short form wording and set fine: s to be approved by the Chief Justice – Superior Court. Signs must then be posted everywhere the by-law is in effect. This process would take between 4 and 6 months.

	TREASURY

Treasury Department Report as prepared and submitted by Arryn McNichol, Treasurer dated June 29, 2011.____________________________________

Treasurers Report: 
1. Phone Bill Savings: Please find attached the savings that I have discussed with Bell. I still have to look at a number of issues with our phone services, which are very complex, so the range of saving will be between a minimum of 6,159.36 and 10,000.00 per year. I have communicated with some other carriers, such as Vonage, but it appears that Bell has a monopoly over phone numbers, so we would have to switch numbers, which is really not an option. 
2. ISF and BCF Grants: We have now received all of our outstanding BCF and ISF grants. The only outstanding grant is the PSAB grant from 2007 for 8,500.00. This should come in over the next month. 
3. Human Resources: Job descriptions and an organizational chart were created for Treasury. This will be discussed in camera. Please see attached. 
4. HST (Rebatable Portion) : We have filled out our GST claim for approximately $77,541.83. We should receive that within the next month. 





5. Benefits: Robin and I have been in contact with Kirk Ryan from Mosey and Mosey. In the next few weeks will be receiving a quote from them and the “ballpark” figure given to us is a savings of 12%, which amounts to approximately 23,000 (including PST). Once we receive the final package it will be presented to council. 
6. Banking: We have met with most of the banks and we are starting to receive proposals. Thus far we have received one proposal from RBC and the rest will be forthcoming. It looks like there are some tangible opportunities for the municipality. Once I receive all of the quotes I will provide council with an analysis and we can discuss the possibility of changing banks. 
We currently have 3,931,986.95 in our general bank account with the school board and county levies yet to come out. This puts us in a good position from the perspective of cash management. 
Long Term Debt: On June 15th we paid off our 984,480 loan from the Ontario Infrastructure Projects Corporation. We currently have no long term debt on the books. 
7. Debit and Credit Cards: Talked to Monaris and several other municipalities regarding the use of debit cards. All other Municipalities take debit cards for taxes, dog tags etc and some even take credit cards for taxes through a third party company. If we start accepting debit cards it will cost the Township 7 cents per transaction and a flat fee of 37.00 per month. A number of residents have complained about not being able to use debit cards, so this is something that I think we should transition too. The credit cards take a percentage of up to 2.79% or higher (depending on the card) of the total amount. 
8. Entrance Fees: According to our entrance permit application the entrance fee deposit refund must be applied for within two years of the date of application. Failure to do so results in the forfeiture of the deposit to the Municipality. We have not been following this policy. I had Cam bring down all the permits and it appears that we have 65,200 worth of entrance fees from 2001 onward that should have been brought into revenue. I am in the process of preparing the entry to do so and it should be completed by the next council meeting. 
9. School Board and County Payments: There are four school boards, which consists of English separate, English public, French separate, and French public. There are four payments in total over the year with three payments left of 513,695.25 each for the English public school board and three payments of 77,889.33 each for the English separate school board. The payments will be made on June 30th, September 30th, and December 15th. The French separate and French public school board will be paid 6,643.48 and 3,942.72, respectively. These two payments will only be made on June 30th. When calculating this year’s school board levies it was determined that three school boards were underpaid last year. A cheque for the amount underpaid will be sent out in July. 
We have three County payments left which will be made on June 30th, September 30th, and December 15th. The payment amounts will be 995,592.75 on June 30th, 954,320.25 on September 30th, and 954,320.25 on December 15th. 
10. Audit: The auditors have one more day on July 11th. The audit is 95% complete and audited statements will be forthcoming as soon as they leave on the 11th and can prepare them. Once received the Financial Information Return can be completed. 
11. Variance reports: Tracey, our summer student, is putting together the binders for council. I will give a short presentation on the variances in council, public works, fire, administration, library, and protection departments. I will note the variances of concern. 



12. Organization: We are still organizing and have taken 5 more boxes of information that relates to 1998 onward out of the treasurer’s office and placed it in storage. It will take a few more months to get things properly organized.
