(1) Al Martin Special Occasion 
(a) Length of Event ~ His signed application indicates 3 days being August 5, 6 & 7 which matches the cover of his brochure, however the inside of the brochure permits early admission on August 3/11 and requires all campers to vacant the lands by August 8/11. This appears to represent a 6 day span. 
(b) The information provided does not stipulate whether or not the event is non-profit or profit. I am lead o believe by Mr. Martin that if this event is successful that he will make it an annual event. 
(c) I have contacted all agencies listed in the by-law and have requested confirmation of they having been contacted by Mr. Martin. They have all replied in the affirmative with the exception of the insurance company who provided only a quote to provide the coverage. I have used Schedule ‘A’ of the by-law as my checklist and it resides in the application file. 
(2) Visual Assessment of Municipal Facilities ~ no action taken at this time 
(3) Accessibility Priority One Report ~ sent as separate email June 15/11. 
(4) Property Standards Course ~ I attended the Part 3 Course in Ottawa. This part focused on Search Warrants, when they are required, different legislation that permits them, how to make application for them, evidence need to apply for or evidence gathered using them, how to write the information and present to the Justice of the Peace and / or Judge, when they can be executed , how long they are good for. The second last class was the formal application by each group to a Justice of the Peace for a Search Warrant. The last class was a 3 hour exam, the results should arrive end of June or early July. 
(5) House under renovation on Shearer Point Road ~ inspection performed prior to Ottawa Trip. No building or plumbing permit issued, only septic permit in window. Owner lives in Burlington and has been sent a letter requiring an application for building permit then actual permit to be issued. I have not received a response from them as yet ands have been informed that construction is ongoing. I will have this resolved soon.

The Clerk noted that she has requested an update from Mr. Eagleson with respect to the works being completed on the trees/flower beds/grounds at the Grafton Community Centre.

Councillor Stover noted that she has received a telephone call from a resident with respect to the state of the yard of the old Esso Station in the Hamlet of Grafton and asked if staff could contact the owner with regards to this property standards issue.
