3) Review of the mileage costs to change “Forest Fire Risk Meter Signs”. 
4) Grass fire season has come to an end and generally the call volume is down this year, the O.P.P. attended most of the grass fires to investigate the cause. 
5) Dianne is working with Michael Walls-Kelly to improve the Township web site link to the Fire Department information when that is completed all the reports will be posted on the site. 
6) Aug 25th station #1 in Grafton will be hosting Mutual Aid, all council is invited to this event if possible. Councilor Fell particularly should be there. (7:30 pm.) 

Responses:
To date we have responded to 102 calls this year compared to 112 calls in the same time period in 2010, this is an decrease of 10% from last year.
The responses this month were to (4) Motor Vehicle Collisions (2) Ambulance assists (22) Fires  (0) Power lines down and alarms The fire apparatus arrived first on scene for (1) of the medical assist ahead of the ambulance.


Report on apparatus and equipment costs                     02 May 2011

Councillor Holmes had previously requested a cost of apparatus and equipment responding to emergency calls. The following is the procedure we used to establish the values.

1. There is an equipment list for each truck, we contacted equipment suppliers to establish the replacement cost of each piece of equipment on each truck and used a conservative price of 75% of list value as some of this equipment has depreciated over time.

1. For the vehicles we used current replacement values as our fleet is expected to be improved over the next few years.

1. We used a fifteen year life span on each vehicle as this is the normal life expectancy of equipment in the fire service. 

1. The department call volume has been approximately 300 calls per year on average, and since not every vehicle is used for each call we determined that each vehicle responds to 100 calls on average.

1. Therefore we added the total of the equipment value plus the value of the vehicle divided by fifteen years then divided by 100 calls.
4. Example truck # 491 (the rescue apparatus in station #1 Grafton) 
Value of the truck…………………………….. $260,000.00
                       Value of the equipment on the truck……. $48,880.00
     Total value $308,880.00 divided by 15 years = $20,592.00 per year
              $20,592.00 divide by 100 calls per year = $206.00 per call

Using this calculation the following is the cost of each piece of apparatus and equipment per call. The department on an average has three pieces of apparatus on each call.

Rescue #491 and #493 - $206.00 per call
Grass fire trucks #495 and #492 - $110.00 per call
Tankers # #482, #483 and  #481 - $198.00 per call
Pumpers #471 and #473 - $289.00 per call
Marine unit #496 - $95.00 per call

We did not do a recover cost for the all terrain vehicle in station #3 as there is little equipment on it and that equipment stays on the marine unit.

If we do a an average of all the vehicles, excluding the marine unit, that would calculate out to approximately $200.00 per call, please bear in mind that personal cost are not included in these cost.

(Average for four categories $206.00+$110.00+198.00+289.00=$803-:4=$200.75)  or
($206.00+206.00+110.00+110.00+198.00+198.00+198.00+289.00+289.00=
$1804-:9=$200.44 for the total of nine separate pieces of apparatus)

It was noted that the Cost Recover By-Law should be amended to included a base charge to everyone who receive fire protection services or specific fire protection service and to review the existing process of recovering the costs.
