The following email was submitted by Mr. and Mrs. Rowland, Doug and Naomi Higgins and Ms. Valerie MacIntosh with respect to the Nawautin Estates Subdivision Easements for review with Council pertaining to correspondence sent by the Municipality to all landowners in the subdivision on January 25, 2011:

The following is what we would like to address at the Alnwick/Haldimand Council Meeting of June 2nd:
 
Regarding the letter dated January 25, 2011 from Robin van de Moosdyk
addressed to All Property Owners Residing Within the Boundaries of the Nawautin Estates Subdivision regarding Plan 470, Concession B, Part Lot 24 (Nawautin Estates Subdivision) Township Easements within the Subdivision.
 
We would respectfully submit that the following changes be made to this letter:
 
as indicated in the first paragraph, "..... alterations and additions made to lands which are  municipally-owned."  These easements in question are not municipally-owned but are located on the property of the individual landowner;
 
as indicated in the second paragraph, "that maintenance and care of these lands are under the sole jurisdiction of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand"  is incorrect as the township would be responsible for cutting our grass and otherwise maintaining our properties where the easements are located, which is not the case;
 
as indicated in the third paragraph, "the remedial work involved in dismantling any of these encumbrances would be done at the expense of the landowner who commenced or completed a plan to alter any of these subdivision easements."  It should read...... "at the expense of the current landowner."  In addition, we wish to reiterate that it was never our intention to request that all landowners immediately remove any additions (trees, shrubs, etc.) from the easements but ONLY IF and WHEN necessary to address any repairs required to the wells or water supply lines.  And this should be stated.

Lastly, we request the tax certificate inquiry done by solicitors when a home is purchased be flagged indicating that the water supply is unique in this subdivision and that there is guaranteed unfettered access to the well and water lines.  Any encumbrances that are currently on an easement would have to be removed by the landowner if and when required should repairs be necessary to the wells or water lines.

It was concurred that amendments will be completed to above-noted areas of the correspondence and when complete, notice will be given to Mr. Rowland, Mr. Higgins and Ms. MacIntosh to attend the municipal office to review the amendment.  Upon the amendments being satisfactory with Mr. Rowland, Mr. Higgins and Ms. MacIntosh the draft amended letter shall be forwarded to the Municipal Solicitor for review and should any amendments be recommended by the Municipal Solicitor they shall be forwarded to Council and if incorporated into the draft letter, Mr. Rowland, Mr. Higgins and Ms. MacIntosh will be given another opportunity to review the document prior to sending to all land owners within the Nawautin Estates Subdivision.
