7:41 p.m. - Mr. Rick Rienstra and Mr. Gary Morrison - Glens of Antrim Subdivision Proposal Presentation and Mr. Peter Josephs, Municipal Planner_

Mr. Rienstra, Agent for the Glens of Antrim Subdivision Proposal and Mr. Morrison provided a brief overview of their proposal and activities to date, as well as, their goals pertaining to this proposal for the future.

Mr. Peter Josephs, Municipal Planner provided a history with respect to the Proposed Plan of Subdivision on behalf of the Municipality.  Mr. Josephs acknowledged to Council that zoning is in place with respect to this property and discussed the existing Storm Water Management Plan for this property as it is very important and being reviewed could have a bearing on the lay of the proposed residential Subdivision Plan.  Mr. Josephs discussed the requirements concerning the following reports:
-Environmental Impact Study (EIS)
-Stormwater Management Plan
-Hydrogeology Report.

Mr. Josephs also discussed the Municipalities interests to retain the block for Park Land adjacent to the Grafton Public School, which was a recommendation of the Kawartha Pine Ridge District School Board.

Councillor Holmes recommended that municipal staff acquire the old subdivision Agreement pertaining to the proposed “Glens of Antrim” Subdivision, which was prepared by Templemann Meninga, and to distribute to each Member of Council.

It was also recommended that a copy of the Zoning By-law Amendment be provided to each Member of Council relating to this property.

Mr. Josephs also noted that a new Pre-Development Agreement shall be required from the new Agent:  Mr. Rick Rienstra on behalf of Canada Pulp and Lumber Ltd. and it was also noted that a new Agent Authorization Notice will be required for Mr. Rienstra to be the representative and/or agent for Canada Pulp and Lumber Ltd. which will be put in the municipal file.



8:36 to 8:55 p.m. - Suzanne McKenzie and Gord De Vries - Zoning Amendment Request, Conc. 1, Part Lot 32 (former Haldimand Township)__

Mr. Gord De Vries and Ms. Sue McKenzie along with their two daughters were present, requesting Council’s approval for their interest to rezone their property at Concession 1, Part Lot 32, (former Haldimand Township) now in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand to allow for a Landscape Supply Yard.

CAO/Planner, Terry Korotki advised that Mr. De Vries authored correspondence to the municipality dated January 31, 2011 and as a result of this correspondence they were directed to contact the Ministry of Transportation and the County of Northumberland as to their comments relating to their proposal of the Landscape Supply Yard.  


CAO/Planner Terry Korotki noted that correspondence was received from the County of Northumberland dated March 28, 2011 advising that they had no concerns with the proposal as presented by Mr. De Vries.  The Ministry of Transportation, Cheryl Toles, (Quarter Management Planner) submitted an email response to Suzanne Mckenzie dated  April 21, 2011 stating that this Ministry has no concerns with this plan and that no additional permissions or permits are required as they are not constructing any additional buildings or changing the drainage or access to the site.  However, should the zoning be changed to Commercial in the future that Ministry would need to review the proposal to ensure that no further permits from the Ministry of Transportation would be required.

Mr. Peter Josephs, Municipal Planner was presented and provided his comments and opinion with respect to the proposal and his recommendation was to rezone the property Rural Exception to allow for the proposed Landscape Supply Yard.

Mr. De Vries advised that he has spoke with all the neighbours in close proximity to the property and stated that they have no concerns relating to this proposal.

It was the recommendation of Council that Mr. De Vries and Ms. McKenzie organize a meeting with the CAO/Planner to complete the necessary documentation for an application for a Zoning By-Law Amendment with respect to this property.
