Notification: 
 
The notice of the Public Meeting was circulated on July 27th, 2011, to property owners within four hundred (400') feet of the subject property and all affected ministries and agencies. 
 
Purpose: 
The subject property has a land area of approximately 6.50 hectares from which a 0.50 hectare parcel is to be created by consent to land severance file AH-03/2011. The severed parcel to result from severance consent application AH-03/2011 is vacant land but will have a single detached dwelling and garage erected thereon in the future. The severed parcel to result from severance Consent application AH-04/2011 is also a 0.50 hectare parcel of land and will also have a single detached dwelling and garage erected thereon in the future. 
 
The retained parcel to result from the two (2) Consent applications will recognize the existing zoning that is Rural Exception No. 46 (RU-46) which is hereby amended to allow for the reduction of lot area and lot frontage and the lot frontage is to be calculated along Neil McGregor Road. 
 
The proposed Zoning By-Law Amendment would change the Zone category from Rural Exception No. 46 (RU-46) to Rural Residential (RR) and amend the Rural Exception No. 46 (RU-46) Zone. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, "Is there anyone present other than the applicant in support of this zoning by-law amendment?" 
 
The Planner, advised that there was no one present objecting to this application. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked, "Are there any written comments received?" The Planner advised the following comments were received from ministries and agencies: 
-Lower Trent Conservation Authority:
Conservation Authority staff have reviewed the application with respect to the applicability of Ontario Regulation 163/06 (Development, Interference with Wetlands, and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses Regulation), the federal Fisheries Act, and the environmental components of the Provincial Policy Statement (natural heritage, water, and natural hazards), There appear to be no natural heritage features or natural hazards on the property and therefore the property is not regulated under Ontario Regulation 163/06. Lower Trent Conservation has no concerns with approval of this zoning amendment application.
-Haliburton Kawartha Pine Ridge District Health Unit:
No objections.
-Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency:
The application proposes to rezone two parcels of land encompassing 6.5 hectares (16.05 acres) from a Rural Exception No. 46 (RU-46) zone to an amended Rural Exception No. 46 (RU-46) zone and to a Rural Residential (RR) zone. The amended RU-46 zone will establish an amended minimum lot frontage of 45.72 metres (150 ft.) and an amended minimum lot area of 4.0 hectares (10.0 acres). It will also establish the front lot line as being on Neil McGregor Road. The proposed amended RU-46 zone is developed with a single-detached dwelling, garage and two storage buildings. The Rural Residential (RR) zone will permit rural residential development. This rezoning application is a condition of consent file nos. AH-03/2011 and AH-04/2011.


The subject lands are designated Rural in accordance with the Township’s Official Plan. The Rural designation permits limited rural residential uses. 

The Provincial Policy Statement permits limited residential development in the Rural Areas of the municipality. 

There are two utility corridors (pipelines) that cross the lands. The Township’s Official Plan (Section 9.7) requires that any development be designed in such a manner as to reduce any potential conflicts between development and the existing facilities.  

Based on the above, PRMPA recommends that zoning bylaw amendment 79-2011 be approved as it meets the intent of the Township’s Official Plan and the Provincial Policy Statement regarding development in Rural Areas.
-Trans-Northern Pipeline Inc.:  No objections.

Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, "By what method, what date and what notice of this meeting was sent?" 
 
Notification: 
 
The notice of the Public Meeting was circulated on July 28th, 2011, to property owners within four hundred (400') feet of the subject property and all affected ministries and agencies. 
 
Purpose: 
The subject property has a land area of approximately 54.27 hectares from which a 6.93 hectare parcel is to be created by consent to land severance which is to merge with a parcel of land to the west. The severed parcel to result from severance Consent Application AH-12/2011 is vacant land. 
 
The proposed Zoning By-Law Amendment would change the Zone category from Agricultural (A) to Agricultural Exception No. 54 (A-54) Zone. The severed parcel and the parcel of land which it is merging with will be consistent as being zoned Agricultural Exception No. 54 (A-54) Zone. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, "Is there anyone present other than the applicant in support of this zoning by-law amendment?" 
 
The Planner, advised that there was no one present objecting to this application. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked, "Are there any written comments received?" The Planner advised the following comments were received from ministries and agencies: 
-Lower Trent Conservation Authority:
Conservation Authority staff have reviewed the application with respect to the applicability of Ontario Regulation 163/06 (Development, Interference with Wetlands, and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses Regulation), the federal Fisheries Act, and the environmental components of the Provincial Policy Statement (natural heritage, water, and natural hazards), There appear to be no natural heritage features or natural hazards on the property and therefore the property is not regulated under Ontario Regulation 163/06. Lower Trent Conservation has no concerns with approval of this zoning amendment application. 

-Haliburton Pine Ridge District Health Unit:
No objections.

-Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency:
The application proposes to rezone one parcel of land encompassing a total of 6.93 hectares (17.135 acres) with no frontage on a public road from an Agricultural (A) zone to an Agricultural Exception No. 54 (A-54) zone. The lands to be rezoned will be added to and merged in title with an existing parcel to the west having frontage on Thomas Road as a lot addition “for agricultural purposes including a residential use”. The enlarged parcel will encompass approximately 20 hectares (50 acres), based on the sketch accompanying the application. The Agricultural Exception No. 54 zone will recognize the reduced lot area of the enlarged lot, as it remains undersized for the minimum lot area requirement of the Agricultural zone in the Township’s Zoning Bylaw (88.95 acres).

The lands to be rezoned are vacant. The lands with which the subject lands will be merged are developed with a single-detached dwelling. The rezoning is a condition of approval of consent application no. AH-12/2011. The subject lands are designated Agricultural and Environmental Protection in accordance with the Township’s Official Plan (OP).

It is believed that the Environmental Protection (EP) designation delineates the woodlands and valley lands in the immediate area east of the existing dwelling house. The EP designation may encompass a wetland as well. The Township’s Official Plan Section 5.12 states that lands within the EP designation are intended “for preservation and conservation of the natural land and /or environment…buildings other than those required for conservation purposes shall generally be prohibited”. The Township’s Zoning Bylaw does not indicate any EP zone on the subject lands. However, the Township’s Zoning Bylaw (ZB) must be in conformity with the OP.  Further investigation is required through consultation with Lower Trent Conservation. Lands that are confirmed to be EP lands should be rezoned to an Environmental Protection zone. 

Section 5.9 of the Township’s Official Plan states that “the Agricultural designation is applied to lands where the predominant land use is agricultural and may include uses that are supportive of and compatible with agriculture such as forestry, passive recreational uses, conservation uses, and activities directly related to agriculture”. It also states that “the primary purpose of the Agricultural designation is the protection of Agricultural Resource lands for agricultural uses on a long-term basis, in order that a permanent, secure and available agricultural base is maintained in the Township”. Section 4.2.3 of the Township’s Official Plan states that “the fragmentation of land holdings within the Agricultural designation shall be discouraged”.   The Provincial Policy Statement (PPS) Section 2.3 states that “prime agricultural lands shall be protected for long-term use for agriculture”.    The generally-accepted minimum size for Agricultural parcels throughout eastern Ontario is 80 acres. This application will further fragment the Township’s agricultural lands. 

Based on the above, PRMPA recommends that Zoning Bylaw 81-2011 be denied as it is not consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement regarding agriculture and does not comply with the Township’s Official Plan with respect to development in the Environmental Protection and Agricultural designations of the municipality.

The notice of the Public Meeting was circulated on July 28th, 2011 to property owners within two hundred feet (200’) of the subject property and all affected ministries and agencies. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “Explain the purpose, reasons for the minor variance proposed to accomplish the state of purpose.” 
 
Purpose: 
 
To allow for the construction of an attached garage that is being built within twelve (12) feet in the interior yard (west side) which requires a minimum interior side yard setback of twenty-five (25) feet as stipulated in Section 7.2.5. of Restricted Area Zoning By-Law 100-2010, in respect to a property which is located on Part Lot 13, Concession 4, Part 2 on Plan 39R-10243, in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “Is there anyone present other than the applicant in support of this minor variance?” 
 
There was no one present objecting to the application. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “Is there any written comments received?” 
 
The Planner, Terry Korotki, advised the following comments were received from the following ministries and agencies: 
-Lower Trent Conservation Authority:
Conservation Authority staff have reviewed the application with respect to the applicability of Ontario Regulation 163/06 (Development, Interference with Wetlands, and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses Regulation), the federal Fisheries Act, and the environmental components of the Provincial Policy Statement (natural heritage, water, and natural hazards), There appear to be no natural heritage features or natural hazards on the subject property and therefore the property is not regulated under Ontario Regulation 163/06. Lower Trent Conservation has no concerns with approval of this minor variance application. 

-Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency:
The minor variance application is to permit the construction of an attached garage to be built  within the required side yard setback of a rural residential lot which will reduce the required interior side yard from 7.62 metres (25 feet) to 3.65 metres (12 ft). The proposed location is requested as the topography of the site limits the options for location of the garage. The existing house encompasses 120.8 sq m (1300 sq ft.).The garage will encompass 67.6 sq m (728 sq ft.).

The lot is of a regular shape and encompasses 0.45 hectares (1.1 acres). It is located on the south side of Joice Road. The property is designated Rural which permits residential dwellings including attached garages. 

A site visit was conducted on August 5th, 2011. The site is very wooded as is the surrounding area. The topography is rugged. The dwelling on the subject lands is the only house on the south side of the road. There is no development on either side and there is an unopened road allowance to the east that bounds the lands. There is limited development across Joice Road but there is no development directly across the road. The garage will not overlook or adversely affect any other development along Joice Road.  

Therefore, PRMPA recommends that minor variance application MV-01/2011 be supported, as it meets the intent of the Township’s Official Plan and Zoning Bylaw, is minor in nature and will not adversely affect surrounding land uses.

Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “By what method what date and what notice of this meeting was sent? 
 
Notification: 
 
The notice of the Public Meeting was circulated on July 28th, 2011 to property owners within two hundred feet (200’) of the subject property and all affected ministries and agencies. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “Explain the purpose, reasons for the minor variance proposed to accomplish the state of purpose.” 
 
Purpose: 

· To demolish the existing season dwelling (cottage) and reconstruct a new seasonal dwelling (cottage) that is within 11 feet of the required interior side yard setback (east side) instead of 19.69 feet and within 8.0 feet of the interior side yard setback (west side) instead of 19.69 feet as stipulated in Section 9.2.5 of Restricted Area Zoning By-law 100-2010.  

· To acknowledge that the building envelope of the seasonal dwelling (cottage) will be situated 55.0 feet of the high water mark of Rice Lake.  The required setback is 98.42 feet from the high water mark of Rice Lake as stipulated in Restricted Area Zoning By-law 100-2010. 

· To increase the lot coverage to twenty-five percent (25%) from the maximum of twenty percent (20%) as stipulated in Section 9.2.10 in Restricted Area Zoning By-law 100-2010, 

Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “Is there anyone present other than the applicant in support of this minor variance?” 
 
There was no one present objecting to the application. 
 
Mayor McDonald asked the Planner, Terry Korotki, “Is there any written comments received?” 
 
The Planner, Terry Korotki, advised the following comments were received from the following ministries and agencies:

-Lower Trent Conservation Authority:
No concerns.

-Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency:
The minor variance application is to permit the re-construction of a seasonal dwelling. The existing dwelling is to be demolished and a new building is to be constructed on the same footprint with the addition of 0.61 metres (2 ft.) of width on the east side of the completed dwelling.
Four variances are requested by the application. 
1. It is proposed to permit a reduction in the required interior side yard setback on the east side of the dwelling to 3.35 metres (11 feet) for the new building. The zoning bylaw requires 6.0 metres (19.69 ft.). This variance will further reduce the existing undersized east side yard by 0.61 metres (2 ft). 
2. The variance is also proposed to recognize the existing west side yard setback of 2.4 metres (8 ft.). The zoning bylaw requires 6.0 metres (19.69 ft.). This variance will not further reduce the existing undersized west side yard. 
3. The variance will also recognize that the building will be situated 16.76 metres (55 ft.) from the high water mark of Rice Lake. The required setback is 30 metres (98.42 ft.). This variance will not further reduce the rear yard setback from Rice Lake.
4. The variance will permit an increase in the maximum lot coverage from 20 to 25 percent. The bylaw requires a maximum coverage of 20 percent. This variance will increase the existing lot coverage by 25 percent.    

The property is designated Rural which permits limited seasonal residential dwellings. The area of the lot is 627.03 sq metres (6749.5 sq ft.). The existing cottage encompasses 89.18 sq metres (960 sq ft.) and the proposed cottage will encompass 96.6 sq metres (1040 sq ft.). this represents an increased building footprint of 8.3 percent. 

A site visit was carried out on August 5th, 2011. There is an existing seasonal dwelling and three accessory buildings on the site. These include a ‘baby barn’, a small garage/storage shed and a new boat house built recently to replace a derelict boat house. 

Sunset Bay Road is developed on one side (north/lake side) only. There are cottages on each side of the subject lands on similar small lots. There is a slope covered with bush to the south. The road meets a bush-covered, vacant dead end about three cottages west of the site. 

It was observed that the subject lot is very small. However, the lot size is typical in the area. The surrounding lots and those in the immediate area are all similar in use, size and type of development. The existing dwelling is one of the oldest in the area and is visibly in need of major repair.  The lot accommodates a septic sewage disposal system.

The proposed new building will create a minimal change in the footprint of existing development on the site. The property to the east will be most-affected by the proposed small decrease in the east side yard. However it is buffered from the proposed development by a row of hedges and trees on the adjacent property along the mutual property line. There is also a ‘line’ of two accessory buildings along the mutual lot line which provides additional buffering for the (principal) residential use. The main door of the adjacent dwelling to the east is located such that it will be minimally affected by an increase of 2 feet in the width of the proposed new construction. 

The variance will increase lot coverage by 25 percent. However, the increase is the result of the proposed widening of the existing cottage footprint by two feet. The negative impact of this on the adjacent property should be minimal, given the buffering described above.   

Taking all these factors into account, the PRMPA recommends that minor variance application MV-02/2011 be supported as it meets the intent of the Township’s Official Plan and Zoning Bylaw, is minor in nature and should not adversely affect surrounding land uses. The proposed construction will improve the existing development on the site and will contribute to an improvement in the ‘neighbourhood’.

All the Ministries and Agencies as well as adjacent property owners were notified concerning this Zoning By-Law Amendment application.  There were no objections or concerns from the Ministries and Agencies notified, nor from any adjacent property owners.
RECOMMENDATION:  To support Municipal By-law 79-2011

2) Casteels Poultry Farm Ltd. , (Agent:  Willy Casteels), By-Law No. 88-2011, Concession A, Part Lot 7 & 8 (former Township of Haldimand) now in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand.

All the Ministries and Agencies as well as adjacent property owners were notified concerning this Zoning By-Law Amendment application.  There were no objections or concerns from the Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge District Health Unit, Lower Trent Conservation Authority,  nor from any adjacent property owners.
In their correspondence of August 3rd, 2011, the Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency, (PRMPA) recommended denial of Municipal By-law 88-2011 as “it is not consistent with the Provincial Property Statement, (PPS) regarding “Agricultural” and does not comply with the Township’s Official Plan with respect to development in the Environmental Protection and Agricultural designations of the municipality. 
  
RECOMMENDATION:  To support approval of Municipal By-law 88-2011.  The reason is that the by-law amendment is retaining the existing zoning in respect to the site that is being rezoned “Agricultural Exception No. 54-A” and is retaining its agricultural continuity in respect to the subject property along with the new merged parcel of land.

Also, the Lower Trent Conservation Authority has noted that they have no concerns with this Zoning Amendment application in respect to the Environmental components of the Provincial Policy Statement (PPS) and there are no heritage features or natural hazards on the property.  

None of the other ministries and agencies had any concerns. 

Therefore, the policies of the Official Plan and Zoning By-Law have been addressed.  There are no environmental components that are impacted in respect to the subject property.  The condition of the rezoning was due to the creation of a consent for a lot addition, which is a boundary adjustment.  The intent was not to create a new residential lot through the consent process.  The subject land and the retained parcel of land will still remain agricultural.

Claire Lewis has formally requested, by e-mail, copies of the original Consent applications AH-13/2011 and AH-14/2011 as well as two (2) additional blank formal Consent applications.  Please be advised that our Municipal Assistant, Bernadette Murray has forwarded this information via regular mail to Claire Lewis, as requested.  Future Consent application submissions are pending relating to the subject property.  
It is also my understanding that her surveyor, Mr. Thomas Hoppe, (40 Degrees North) has also acquired an excerpt from the Township’s Official Plan delineating the “Rural” designation in relation to the subject property and is planning, according to his professional opinion, to draft the parameters of the “Rural” designation relating to Ms. Lewis’ property in order to affirm the recommendation of the Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency (PRMPA), Heather Rielly.
