Email from Mr. David Roberts dated October 9, 2010  RE: Consideration for Council with respect to the Noise By-Law of the Municipality, as follows:

Thank you for letting me know that you will keep me up to date regarding any progress on the new noise by-law. I will be out of the country until the end of October and just wanted to let you know that my main concern is that the new by­ law specifically sets out the dollar amount of the maximum fine according to either the Mun. Act or the Provincial Offences Act.  In addition the by-law should also incorporate a schedule of set fines.  As you know Mike has my example of how the fine structure could be set out in the by-law. I am concerned that Council may be inclined to only include set fines in the by-law and make no reference to the maximum penalty allowed under either of the two acts.  It is important that Council understands that generally speaking the purpose of the 'set fines' is to give an officer the flexibility to issue a ticket immediately if, in his opinion, he feels doing so would suffice.  The more substantial penalty provisions are important because it gives prosecutors/Courts more latitude to deal with the more serious offences.  That said it is important to have both penalty provisions and set fines in the by-law.

As a point of interest, Council could set up a separate schedule of set fines that covers many of the by-laws it enacts rather than adding schedules for set fines in individual by-laws.  It involves a little more work but the efficiencies gained are worth it and make enforcement much easier for officers.  Perhaps a project for another day.
