7:00 p.m.  - Eleanor Olmsted, AH-23/2011, (Consent # 1), Concession 4, Part Lot 8, (former Township of Haldimand), now in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand,  RE: Non-Farm_________________________________

Eleanor Olmsted is requesting two (2) severances for non-farm residential lots.  The severed parcel for AH-23/2011 (Consent # 1) would be approximately 4.0 acres and the retained parcel would be 66.0 acres from a parcel of approximately 70.0 acres.  The subject property fronts on to Dixon Drive and the Oak Ridges Moraine touches onto the northern component of this property.  The Official Plan designation is  “Rural” and the zoning of the property is “Rural (RU).” 


All the Ministries and Agencies as well as adjacent property owners were notified concerning the Consent applications.  The Lower Trent Conservation Authority does not support approval of these consent applications due to the steep slope and the close proximity to the Oak Ridges Moraine, and the impact that development would have on the Natural Heritage System.  The municipality could choose to ask the applicant to have the slope stability evaluated and an assessment undertaken to demonstrate that the slope is stable and that the development would not negatively impact the stability and that the use of construction practices will have no negative impact on the runoff/contaminant loading to the creek off site.
The Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge District Health Unit has commented that: 
1. due to circumstances relating to a very sleep in respect to the proposed consent, that a test hole be dug on the property to determine soil classification which is to be viewed by the Health Inspector;
1. A designed sewage system must be submitted;
1. A surveyed site plan must be submitted detailing where the driveway, house, well and sewage system would be placed if the property were to be developed.
The Municipal Public Works Superintendent  does not support the Consent applications due to the steep slope along the road frontage.  An entrance cannot be constructed without causing severe drainage and erosion issues along Dixon Drive.
Mr. Ward recommends that the Consent applications be denied.

Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency (PRMPA):  Approves the Consent applications.

PLANNER COMMENTS:  
In respect to the written comments received from Mr. Cam Ward, (Municipal Public Works Superintendent), Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge District Health Unit, and Lower Trent Conservation Authority, it is my recommendation that the Consent applications AH-23/2011 (Consent # 1) and AH-24/2011  be deferred to provide the applicant the opportunity to discuss the matters and concerns raised by the various agencies in respect to the existing topography concerning the proposed consents and the viability of the access, (i.e. egress/ingress) to the proposed lot.

The Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge District Health Unit supports the Consents provided that, due to the probable high water table, a sewage system must be placed on the Harnden Drive side of the property with the residence at the back.  Surface drainage must be completed to divert surface water from the sewage system area.

The Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency (PRMPA) recommends approval of Consent applications AH-29/2011, AH-30/2011 and AH-31/2011.

The Lower Trent Conservation Authority supports the Consent applications but request that all development takes place within (40) forty metres of Harnden Drive leaving the northern portion of lots to be severed treed.  Since the wetland boundary on the retained parcel cannot be accurately determined this late in the season, this forty metre setback from the back of the severed lots should be provided with sufficient buffering.

Nacal Ltd. The retained parcel, subject to the proposed three created lots would be approximately 6.68 acres from an original parcel of 10.44 acres. 
The subject property fronts onto Harnden Drive.  The property is not located in the Oak Ridges Moraine. PLANNER COMMENTS:  

The Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge District Health Unit supports the Consents provided that, due to the probable high water table, a sewage system must be placed on the Harnden Drive side of the property with the residence at the back.  Surface drainage must be completed to divert surface water from the sewage system area.


The Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency (PRMPA) recommends approval of Consent applications AH-29/2011, AH-30/2011 and AH-31/2011.

The Lower Trent Conservation Authority supports the Consent applications but request that all development takes place within (40) forty metres of Harnden Drive leaving the northern portion of lots to be severed treed.  Since the wetland boundary on the retained parcel cannot be accurately determined this late in the season, this forty metre setback from the back of the severed lots should be provided with sufficient buffering.
