Purpose:

The subject property has a land area of approximately 3.72 hectares from which 
a 0.52 hectare parcel is to be created by consent to land severance.  The 
severed parcel to result from severance consent application A/H-14/2009 is 
vacant land but is to be used for residential purposes.  The retained parcel 
resulting from the consent to land severance application has a seasonal dwelling 
house with a garage and two (2) storage sheds erected thereon and the 
seasonal dwelling is used for recreational purposes.

“Dear Council:
I am a resident of Alnwick/Haldimand interested in the protection of the Oak Ridges Moraine. As well, I have a specific interest in the protection of the Shelter Valley Wetland Complex, the most important wetland in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand.  As I am unable to attend the meeting in person, this letter sets forth some of my concerns.
Although not so identified on the application, the “retained” portion and the “severed” portion of the subject lands lie within the Oak Ridges Moraine, partly in the Natural Core Area and partly in the Countryside Area. As well a portion of the lands lie in an Area of Natural and Scientific Interest (ANSI) of the Shelter Valley Wetland Complex, part of which is designated a Provincially Significant Wetland (PSW). The stream and surrounding vegetation are a key natural heritage feature. It is not advisable to divide a key natural heritage feature (KNHF).
S. 32 (4) of the Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Plan (ORMCP) permits the addition of adjacent land to an existing lot, but only if the ADJUSTMENT does not result in the creation of a lot that is undersized for the purpose for which it is being or may be used.                             
The lands are owned by Henry and Jane DeJong. The reduction of a 28 acre parcel from the 69.8 acre parcel (Roll 145011606000300)( map attached) to a 42 acre parcel creates an undersized lot for agricultural purposes as defined in the Official Plan for Alnwick/Haldimand.
Are conditions being imposed by the municipality in accordance with S. 32 by way of a site plan agreement or other agreement to require that natural self sustaining vegetation be maintained or restored in order to ensure the long-term protection of a KNHF?                                 
The Provincial Policy Statement permits lot line adjustments in agricultural lands for legal and/or technical purposes. The Official Plan of Alnwick/Haldimand must be consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement. The conveyance of a 28 acre parcel is not an ADJUSTMENT for legal or technical reasons.                                                  
The map submitted with the application shows the adjacent landowners of vacant land (hayfield) as James and Anne Miedema. The size of the parcel is undisclosed. I believe the roll number for this property is 145011606000500. The application states on the front page that lands are to be conveyed to Donald Miedema, Jacob Miedema and Geraldine Miedema. The lands owned by Donald and Jacob Miedema are not adjacent to the DeJong lands. This can not be a lot addition. 
The application indicates that the lands will be used for supporting a dairy farm, presumably owned by Donald and Jacob Miedema. There is a very large dairy calf barn and feed lot etc… being constructed on Lot 25, concession 3 (Roll No.145011602032300). A building permit AH 05/09 is posted in front of the construction. I would like to know the basis for the granting of the building permit for a structure for a dairy operation of such magnitude. The 2008 MPAC assessment in the file indicates the lands classed as S. 200 which is farm property without any buildings. The building permit was issued in April 2009.
In S.3 of the ORMCP, major development is defined as development consisting of … the construction of a building or buildings with a ground floor area of 500 square meters or more. Major development triggers obligations for the preparation of a watershed plan, water budget, and conservation plan. Without the preparation of the watershed plan and water budget, the development is prohibited. Has Council reviewed these documents to ensure that the conveyance of lands to be used for dairy farm purposes will not compromise the stream and the hydrologic function of the Moraine, and is in conformity with the watershed plan, water budget and water use management strategy?
I am attaching the objectives as set forth in the Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Act, 2001. Any action taken on the Moraine must support these objectives. In an ANSI, with a key natural heritage feature (KNHF), rigorous review is especially necessary. An environmental impact study and/or a natural heritage evaluation should be conducted prior to any decision.
I object to the granting of this application without a thorough review of all matters set forth above.  I reserve my right to make other and further objections.”
· Letter dated October 23rd, 2009 from F. Gwyer Moore, President, Alliance for the Protection of the Northumberland Hills: “The Alliance for the Protection of the Northumberland Hills (“AHNH”) has reviewed the proposed Application for Consent to a severance of a 28 acres portion of Concession 4, Part Lot 24, as outlined in the Application dated September 9th, 2009.  The APNH finds that the severance of this land for continued agricultural use and continued zoning as Agricultural Land is consistent with the objective of the APNH to preserve the environment and the nature of the Northumberland Hills.  Therefore, we are pleased to express our support for the severance as requested.”
