AND FURTHER THAT the letter state the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand has received correspondence from several property owners expressing their concerns regarding the possible installation of ground mounted solar devices in high density residential areas (ie. Hamlet; Subdivision and seasonal/resort). 

AND FURTHER THAT the Council of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand supports the concept of roof mounted solar energy panels in all zoning applications throughout the township, however ground mounted panels should be limited to lands designated or zoned Rural and Agricultural. 

AND FURTHER THAT the Council of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand request that the honourable MPP address the issue of ground mounted solar panels being located in urban areas with the perspective provincial representatives as soon as possible after the Ontario provincial election Oct 6 2011. 

AND FURTHER THAT the Council of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand forward copies of this correspondence to other municipalities in Northumberland County, requesting their support.”                     CARRIED."
