A) Trees, asphalt etc planted within the easement area.  Who pays if these things need to be removed to gain access to Water/Electric lines which run from shore wells to individual homes.

B) Tree roots pose a potential risk to water lines and or electrical line.  Who pays if damage is done and replacement or repair of services are necessary.

C) It appears that the actual installation of water or electrical lines may not  be accurate as per the subdivision layout and original easement areas.  It is critical that any corrections be made if necessary and who pays for any updates that are required to correct original survey or easement area documentation.

D) Can the municipality enact a by-law or something else to ensure that property owners are protected as per access to easement areas and the ability to protect the infrastructure in place and ensure that repair or replacement of services (ie water lines and electrical supply) can be done.

E) Original plan of Subdivision needs to be given to Council Members so they are knowledgeable as to what protection the residents who are serviced by the shore wells are recognized under the subdivision agreement.

F) Currently a significant number of properties who obtain water from the  shore wells are either up for sale or on the market in the near future.  It is critical that any changes necessary are made and we ensure that easements are protected.

Letter of concerns from the Residents of Nawautin Subdivision:




A SUBMISSION TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF ALNWICKHALDIMAND TOWNSHIP, September 30, 2010.



Part One:
Respected Alnwick/Haldimand Mayor Finley and Councillors:


The residents living on Nawautin Drive and three homes on Shawano Drive receive their water from a series of shore wells located on a Township easement on the shore of Lot 36 (Plan#  470). Please refer to the attached THE ESTATES OF NAWAUTIN SHORES plan to view the locations we are concerned about.

From the wells the majority of the water lines run north on other Township easements between Lots 36 and 35, and between Lots 42 and 43. These easements are 10 metres wide and 5 metres on each adjacent property. There are other easements that run east and west along Nawautin Dr. and the back of the Shawano properties. We believe these easements are 5 metres wide. 

All easements were established by the Municipality to facilitate the maintenance of the shore wells and water lines.


Water lines run west from the shore wells to service Lots 36 and 37 and east to service lots 32-35. The water lines are situated on the properties they service.


The exact locations of all the water lines once they leave the Township easements aren't known. In fact, we don't even know for sure where the water lines are within the easements. We have been unable to find any records through the Township of what transpired during the installation of this water system in the mid-1990s.


What is known, and has been confirmed by Tri-County Well Drilling, Mayor Finley, and Mr. Cam Ward, Superintendent of Public Works, is that the owner of Lot 36 has planted several large trees and built part of his driveway on the easement and on top of the water lines going north to Nawautin Drive.


What the residents are requesting is a by-law from Council:

1) guaranteeing all residents drawing water from these shore wells unfettered access to their water line and/or shore well for repair purposes regardless of whose property the Township easement is located on.

2) stating explicitly that any structure, garden, driveway and/or trees on any easement are to be removed by the landowner at his/her sole expense should any repairs be required for the continuous supply of safe drinking water to all properties.


3) guaranteeing that this by-law be binding on all present and future property owners, even if they stop using, or never use, the communal shore well system and water lines. The Township should advise all present owners, in writing, as well as any new residents of this by-law when they purchase a property or home connected to the shore well system.
