	ARRYN MCNICHOL, TREASURY DEPARTMENT -3:11

Treasury Department Report dated August 2011.

1. Phone Bill Savings: We worked with Sandra Workman from Bell and were able to decrease our phone costs by 7,181.76 per year. 

2. Grants: I have applied for a 23,000 grant from Farm Credit Canada and we should hear if we got the grant by mid November. We are also going to apply for a Trillium Grant for the library and municipality by November 1, 2011. 

I have been in contact with numerous government employees at the federal and provincial levels to determine if there will be grant money available. It does not appear that there will be any large amounts of money coming from either the federal or provincial governments until at least after the provincial election, and quite possibly not for another one to two years. 

3. Solar Farm: I am in the process of reading through the Assessment Act, Ontario Regulation 282/98, and the regulatory amendments being proposed to Ontario Regulation 282/98. I have also discussed this issue with Christine Burden from MPAC, Rav Nivedita from the Ministry of Finance – Property and Assessment Policy Branch, Sophie Radecki the Director of Aboriginal Affairs and Land Use Planning, and Bob Fisher from Collins Barrow regarding the tax assessment, addition to reserve status and how we will be compensated when the land is processed as an “addition to the reserve”, and any revenue sources that the municipality may be able to recover from the solar farm. Once I have finished all my research and my discussions I will provide Council with a report. 

4. Accounting System: We have updated our accounting system for the first time in 2.5 years. This should increase the system’s efficiency and address some of the problems we have been having over the past couple of years. 

5. HST (Rebatable Portion): We have received 77,541.83 for the rebate portion of the HST. 

6. Ontario Municipal Partnership Fund (OMPF): We have received our third quarter payment of 180,025.00 and we will receive our fourth quarter payment in October. 

7. Federal Gas Tax: We received our first installment of our federal gas tax payment on July 15th for 98,696.81 and we will receive our second installment on November 15th. 






8. Benefits: Robin and I have received a benefits proposal from Kirk Ryan (Mosey and Mosey). The quote results in monthly savings of 3,452.00 and yearly savings of 41,420.00. This coupled with removing Ross Aird from our benefit package we should realize significant savings, while maintaining our current benefits coverage. Currently, Robin and I are looking to add orthodontics and major services to our package. If this was added it would still result in significant savings while increasing the Townships current benefit package. 

9. Banking: We have received all of the proposals and I am currently performing an analysis on each. I should have the analysis ready for council in November. It looks like there will be opportunities to increase efficiency, earn more interest revenue on our accounts, as well as increased customer service. 

10. Long Term Debt: Due to the lack of grants from the Ontario and Federal governments, it looks like we may have to finance most of the cost of the fire hall. I have created three amortizing debenture schedules for loans from Infrastructure Ontario. These schedules are based on three different loan amounts, standard interest rates, standard payment frequencies, and duration for a loan of this type. I have these schedules for Councils perusal if they so wish. I can also create these schedules easily should Council wish to see a different set of parameters. 

11. Debit and Credit Cards: We will be receiving our debit card machine the first week of September and it will be available for our tax due date of September 21, 2011. I am investigating giving ratepayers the ability to pay their taxes with a credit card at no cost to the municipality through a third party company in an effort to reduce overall taxes receivable. 

12. Tax Sales: Currently, there are 23 properties totaling 207,514.50 in the tax registration process. Of these properties there are 6 that can be expected to be put up for sale on December 6, 2011, 14 that have been registered and can be sold in one year’s time, and 3 that have been sent a tax sale notice registered letter. 

13. Heritage Cemeteries: Met with Anthony White, the treasurer from the Heritage Cemeteries Board, regarding the status of their trust funds. I created spreadsheets that would allow him to see, and keep track of if he wishes, the trust funds and activity. I confirmed all values in these spreadsheets and provided him with photocopies of the applicable backup for these numbers. This should put to rest the confusion that currently exists regarding the trust accounts. 

Anthony White would like another $500 to clean up the area around the Old Methodist Cemetery. He believes there are headstones hidden in the brush in the just acquired Old Methodist Cemetery. Please let me know what council would like to do. 

14. School Board and County Payments: We will submit our 513,695.25 and 77,889.33 to the KPRD and PVNC school boards, respectively on September 30, 2011. We will also submit 954,320.25 to the County on September 30, 2011. 

15. Audit: The auditors have finished and will likely present the financial statements during the regular session of Council on September 21, 2011. 

16. Water Rates: I have received water rates from all but one municipality that I requested information from and I will summarize my findings in a report to council regarding the water rates. 

17. Financial Information Return: The 2010 FIR will be submitted by September 1, 2011. However, we may have some slight revisions to submit. 

18. Organization: We are still organizing and have taken more boxes of information that relates to 1998 onward out of the treasurer’s office and placed it in storage. It will take a few more months to get things properly organized. 

We have had a new network drive created so we can start storing our electronic files in an organized manner, too.

PURPOSE: 

This policy will govern the Investment of surplus cash, trust funds, reserves and reserve funds of the Corporation of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand in accordance with the relevant enabling legislation. 

APPLICATION: 

This policy applies to the Treasurer, CAO, and Clerk of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. 

DEFINITIONS: NA 

EXCLUSIONS: NA 

LEGISLATIVE AUTHORITY: 

All investment by the municipality will be subject to Section 418, 419 and 420 of the Municipal Act and Ontario Regulation 438/97 made under the Municipal Act. 

Due to its permissive nature the legislation does not override the use of sound analysis in determining the appropriateness of each investment decision. Investments that are not covered by this legislation are unacceptable for municipal purposes. 

REVIEW CYCLE: 

This policy will be reviewed by the Treasurer when legislation requirements change. 
  
The following processes will be adhered to in order to implement this policy: 

BROKERAGE SERVICES: 

The Township of Alnwick/Haldimand Treasurer will have the authority to use any of the firms listed below for the investment of the Township’s excess funds: 




• Any Chartered Bank and / or Credit Union in Canada 
• ONE – The Public Sector Group of Funds 
• A Municipality in Canada 
• A Provincial Government in Canada 
• The Government of Canada 
• A School Board in Canada 
• Example - Wood Gundy Incorporated 
• Example - Desjardins Securities 

RESTRICTIONS: 

A) TERM: 

No investment shall be made in a security for a term to maturity exceeding three (3) years, without prior approval of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand Council. 

B) TYPE OF INVESTMENT: 

Investments should be further restricted by type to ensure adequate diversification of the portfolio and investments will be limited as follows: 

INVESTMENT - INSTRUMENT NOT TO EXCEED 
Obligations of or guarantees of the Government of Canada 
• Canada Treasury Bills 
• Government of Canada 

No limit 
Obligations of or guarantees of any Canadian Province with a minimum credit rating of “A” 
• Treasury Bills 
• Provincial Bonds 

No limit 
Investments which are direct obligations of or guaranteed by Chartered Canadian Banks or Credit Unions 
• Banker Acceptance 
• Term Deposit 

No limit 
Investments which are direct obligations of or guaranteed by any Canadian Trust Company protected by Canadian Deposit Insurance Corporation (CDIC) 
As per the current rate guaranteed by CDIC 
Investments which are direct obligations of or guaranteed by a Municipality described by the Municipal Affairs Act 
No limit 
Investments which are direct obligations of or guaranteed by a Canadian School Board 

No limit 
SELLING SHORT OF TERM: 

During rapid declines of interest rates it may become desirable to sell, to a broker or investment dealer, a security before its maturity date. The further the current rate diverges from the rate of the securities held, the greater financial gain accruing to the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. In other cases, unexpected cash requirements may arise which require immediate attention and selling part of the portfolio may be the only viable means to meet our obligations. In either case, only the Treasurer can authorize the transaction. 



INVESTMENT PROCEDURE: 

1. The Treasurer will determine when any surplus funds are available for short term investing by reviewing the status of the bank accounts and future short-term cash requirements. 
2. The Treasurer will seek out the best investments available from the list of approved brokers and Chartered Bank(s) / Credit Union(s). 
3. The investment will then be placed by telephone, internet or via facsimile with the Broker or Chartered Bank / Credit Union, by the Treasurer. 
4. The Treasurer will transfer the necessary funds by telephone, internet or cheque from the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand‘s bank to the Broker or Chartered Bank / Credit Union. 
5. The transaction will be journalized into the proper general ledger or reserve fund accounts. This procedure will be followed when an investment has matured and being transferred into the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand ‘s bank account. 
6. When the bank debit and credit advices and confirmations from the Broker / Chartered Bank / Credit Union are returned to the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand the Treasurer will verify and initial these documents to his / her records and confirm that all transactions have been properly filed in chronological order and maintained. 

REPORTING: 

The Treasurer will maintain an investment register and annually prepare a report for the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand Council outlining the investments held in each fund by the Corporation. This report will outline issuer, type of investment, par amount, maturity date, the purchase price, and yield of each investment held in these funds. 

A copy of the register will be provided to the CAO or Clerk when investment transactions occur. 

GENERAL: 

The Treasurer has the responsibility to ensure the reserve funds always have enough liquidity to meet the needs of the annual budget expenditures. The Treasurer may at his / her discretion combine monies from more than one reserve fund in a single instrument, provided that the instrument total does not exceed the limit per institution specified in this policy. 

MAINTENANCE OF THE POLICY: 

It will be the responsibility of the Treasurer to ensure that all investments held by the Corporation meet the requirements of this investment policy. Each investment undertaken for the purpose of this policy must be authorized by the Treasurer. Investments made prior to the date of adoption of this policy shall be exempt from the provisions until maturity. 

ULTRA VIRES: 

Any Provincial Statutes or Regulations thereof will supersede and take precedence over this policy.

Response: Yes, we have access concerning the original planning report as prepared by Peter Josephs and we are also in the process of acquiring a secondary preliminary planning report from him which is to be forwarded to the undersigned by September 13th, 2011. Administrative staff will provide copies of both reports as part of the Agenda package for the next Municipal Planning Meeting of Wednesday, September 28th, 2011. 
 
2. “Page 2 of 7 on Planning Mtg Agenda of Aug 17/ll - under Casteels section - 4th paragraph should read ...Agricultural Exception No. 54 (A-54) Zone? and, page 5 of 7 - under X. Approval of Minutes - should read...Municipal Planning Meeting of July 27th, 2011, not, Meeting” 
 
Response: The corrections and changes have been completed by our Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk. 
 
3. “Shearer Point Estates - follow-up of Mr. Nick Stanoulis' update of his gathering of input from the residents as well as the commitment of paying for the gravel for both north and south-bound roads? His deadline had been July 27, 2011.” 
 

Response: I will personally contact Mr. Stanoulis by phone and e-mail as to his verbal commitment relating to the Right-of-Ways (ROW’s) to provide ingress/egress to the seasonal property owners along Rice Lake. In the last discussions with Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward, it is my understanding that he and Mr. Stanoulis have not yet met on site to address the requirements in respect to aggregate applications in respect to the two (2) right-of-ways. 
 
4. “Mr. Kurt Piekenbrock's request and Cam's recommendation with respect to this proposal and the year's past documentation regarding this issue?” 
 
Response: Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk and Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward are in the process of preparing a response to Mr. Piekenbrock’s request. It should be noted that the property in question is located in the Oak Ridges Moraine. 
 
5. “Under Planning Re: Litton - was the EP incorporated in to the zoning by-law?” 
 
Response: Yes, and this schedule was incorporated into Municipal By-law 87-2011. 
 
6. “Has Mr. Gord Gilchrist's request for additional funding been forwarded to the 2012 budget for inclusion for consideration?” 
 
Response: The Municipal Administration Department has authored a letter dated August 22nd, 2011 to Mr. Gilchrist acknowledging his attendance as a delegation at the Regular Council Meeting of Wednesday, July 20th, 2011. In the letter, Mr. Gilchrist was advised that it was Council’s recommendation that this information be forwarded to Arryn McNichol for inclusion in the 2012 budget deliberations. 
7. “Brouwer application - update?” 
 
Response: Consent application AH-18/2011 for Kathy Brouwer, (Agent: Christian Brouwer)was deferred and the onus is now upon the agent to fulfill the requirements of the Haliburton, Kawartha, Pine Ridge District Health Unit. 
 
8. “Webber - did we ensure that the existing EP zone was maintained?” 
 
Response: Yes, we will ensure that the existing EP zone (as outlined in Map 36 of the Comprehensive Zoning By-Law 100-2010) will be maintained in the Zoning By-Law being brought forward by Mr. and Mrs. Webber. 
 
9. “Will Cam be able to join the meeting with Shelter Valley Aggregates - whenever it does take place?” 
 
Response: Mr. Cam Ward did not attend the meeting with the principals of Shelter Valley Aggregates Ltd., representatives of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand and the County of Northumberland that took place on August 26th, 2011. Please be advised that the undersigned had forwarded e-mail correspondence to all parties including Councillors, providing a short version summary of what transpired and the directives required relating to this meeting. 
 
(9. continued) “Update on garbage container for o/s Twp Office Building - I will make a proposal for purchase as well as give an update on the status of the benches. Will provide proposal for purchasing an outdoor message board for the west wall next to the front door- to be used to display office hrs., building inspector hrs., special hrs., and any other news.” 
 

Response: It is my understanding in discussion with the Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk that Councillor Jaynes was investigating the installation of garbage containers to be situated near the Municipal Administration Office in Grafton, Ontario. I also understand that there has been a commitment from the Volunteer Fire Department to provide benches as initially requested for placement in the Hamlet of Grafton. 
 
In respect to the purchase and installation of an exterior message board, it is my recommendation that this matter should be investigated by our Municipal Administration Department and the Treasury Department and that it should consequently be deferred for discussion during the 2012 budget deliberations. 
 
10. “Was there any update on Sian Pritchard's work at the Grafton Community Centre - as I understood we weren't terribly satisfied with the work and I wondered if she returned to the site at all and did any further ground work. Further, were the cement parking barriers moved back towards the building yet?” 
 
Response: I wish to advise that Municipal Caretaker John Eagleson and the Municipal Public Works Department students pruned the trees and completed the maintenance at the Grafton Community Centre. I also understand from a previous Council Meeting that Municipal Public Works Superintendant Cam Ward made the recommendation not to resituate the existing cement parking barriers due to visibility concerns. This matter can be clarified again at this week’s Regular Council Meeting when Mr. Ward will be in attendance. 
 
11. “Centreton Community Centre - still outstanding are the windows and the need for painting as well as the toilets which need replaced? Any update on the extending of the downspouts and necessary masonry work?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that this matter is being addressed by Chief Building Official Mike Godin and that a written status update report will be provided for the Regular Council Meeting of September 1st, 2011. 
 
12. “Immel Wing. - masonry work on front step?” 
 
Response: The repairs concerning the masonry work relating to the front step of the Immel Wing of the Municipal Administration Office in the Hamlet of Grafton have been addressed by a contractor and the work was completed during the week of August 22nd, 2011. 
 
13. “Station #1, FD, Grafton - brush not trimmed in front of display - needed to check on repair and light at display as well. When completed, it would be nice to have this on the website under the FD page as well. Also, status on removal of tree behind the parking lot and the branches on east side - brush line?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Municipal Caretaker John Eagleson will be working with the Municipal Public Works Department during the month of September, 2011 to remove the shrubbery on the east side of Station # 1, (Grafton) to clearly illustrate the existing display at this location. 
 
14. “Municipal Parking Lot - topsoil and seed?” 

Response: It is my opinion that this issue should be discussed during the budget deliberations for the fiscal year 2012. This maintenance work was not illustrated as part of the grounds keeping to be completed in the fiscal year 2011 in the approved Municipal Budget. 
 
15. “Centreton Centennial Park - update on de-commissioning of it?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Deputy Mayor Benns’ son had an interest concerning acquiring the poles and lighting to assist the soccer association in the Town of Cobourg. I also understand that Municipal Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward is to enquire as to whether there is interest shown in the Public Works Department, (or any other Municipal Department) in requisitioning any of the exterior materials (poles, fencing) at this location. It is my recommendation that if there is no interest in acquiring any of this material that a tender package should be prepared during the early winter season by the Municipal Administration Department to solicit the interest of a contractor, (with minimal cost to the municipality) to remove, at their expense, all of the materials not warranted at this location. It should be noted in the contract that the contractor would be acquiring the material (i.e. wooden poles, fencing). This project would be undertaken in the spring of 2011 and any costs that would be incurred by the municipality in completing this project would be illustrated in the 2012 Municipal Budget. 
 
16. “Roseneath PWS - hanging downspout? Centreton PWS - eave trough repair and status of ice shield and fascia replacement?” 
 
Response: The Municipal Caretaker John Eagleson is addressing the deficiency issues that were illustrated on the Municipal Roads Tour relating to the Roseneath Public Works Department facility. 
 
17. “Fenella Hall - update status of hall since Mike's July 7th report?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Chief Building Official Mike Godin is addressing the eaves trough repair, installation of ice shield and fascia replacement as part of the exterior municipal deficiency list. 
 
18. “Vernonville Hall - update on status of repairs and maintenance?” 
 
Response: As discussed verbally by the undersigned at the last Regular Council Meeting of Wednesday, August 17th, 2011 the Municipal Caretaker John Eagleson and the Public Works Department students have completed all of the maintenance issues that needed to be addressed in respect to this facility. Mr. Eagleson has also discussed minor repairs with Donna Smith, (Vernonville Hall Board) who stated that they will be discussing these matters in house and I recommend that these matters should be discussed at a Vernonville Committee Meeting to ensure that these issues are completed prior to the winter season of 2012. 
 
19. “ACC - no-smoking sign up at back entrance? Further, update status on all items as per Mike's July 7th report?” 
 
Response: The “No-Smoking” policy in respect to public facilities is under the jurisdiction of the Provincial Government’s legislation. Signage can be installed at this, and other facilities under the care and control of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. A municipal by-law is not warranted in that the provincial legislation supersedes lower tier government legislation. It is my recommendation that Chief Building Official Mike Godin provide recommendations for this facility (Alnwick Civic Centre) and other public facilities under municipal jurisdiction. 
 
20. “Update on status of painting/repair quotes for the Grafton Twp building - front and inside doors, poster board and cupola?” 



Response: As in the past, action should be taken by Heritage Alnwick/Haldimand (HAH) Committee to acquire quotations and to subsequently approve a qualified contractor for the work that is warranted in respect to the painting of the Municipal Administration Office that is designated a “Heritage Building.” The approval of the contractor should be incorporated into the (HAH) budget to be forwarded for approval for the fiscal year 2012. 
 
21. “Status on tree-cutting issue (Sharon Male and Lewis Hardiman) and speeding issues? (Edgewater Drive, RN)” 
 
Response: It is my understanding, in discussions with Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk, that Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward is dealing directly with Mr. Lewis Hardiman in respect to his concerns and issues that were raised at the Regular Council Meeting of Wednesday, July 20th, 2011. 
 
22. “Status on Kerin Marsh and tree-cutting issue at 209 Grandview Drive, RN” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Ms. Marsh is to consult with the local residents in Roseneath Landing and receive written confirmation of their approval in respect to her interest in cutting trees on municipal property. Therefore, the onus is upon Ms. Marsh to provide this documentation to the municipality for future deliberations. 
 
23. “Flying Field - update on group's response to neighbors’ concerns.” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Chief Building Official Mike Godin will be addressing this matter in his report at the next Regular Council Meeting of Thursday, September 1st, 2011. 
 
24. “Keyless lock entry to ACC and Grafton Twp buildings for OPP on patrol. We were looking into the code entry and the changing of the doors to accommodate such if necessary? (Keypads)” 
Response: Please be advised that the keyless lock entry system has been installed by the Municipal Caretaker John Eagleson to allow the Ontario Provincial Police (O.P.P.) access to this public facility in order for them to utilize the Community Policing Room for administration matters. I have also contacted Staff Sergeant Paul Zeggil and Councillor Bill Holmes to confirm installation of this key system. 
 
25. “Centreton Hall Committee - 1st meeting date?” 
 
Response: My recommendation is that Municipal representative on the Centreton Hall Committee Councillor Sandra Jaynes approve a date for the Inaugural Meeting for the new members of the Centreton Hall Committee. It is my understanding that Councillor Joan Stover will also be in attendance to represent the library component in respect to Centreton Hall. 
 
It is my recommendation that the initial meeting should address the “Constitution,” “Mission Statement” and “Visions and Goals” of this Committee. I would suggest that, in determining the date and time for the meeting, that Councillor Jaynes hold it in the evening in order to best accommodate the schedules of the new Committee members. 
 
26. Any estimates on changing the front entrance of Grafton Twp Bldg to allow for a window area for the new reception position when determined. Would it be possible to get estimates now so that we could be ready to go?” 



Response: It is my recommendation that previous Council discussion concerning the entrance way of the main Municipal Administration Office in Grafton be finalized as to the restructuring of the Treasury Department and also that the Municipal Administration Department prepare tender documentation during the early winter, complete with a conceptual design (approved by Council) to complete this work. This project should be incorporated into the Municipal Budget for the year 2012. It is premature at this time to anticipate any structural changes until we have addressed the Human Resources matters that are presently being researched and addressed by legal counsel. 
 
27. “As per John Logel's comments - have we placed a railing at the bridge where Mrs. MacDonald was stuck - could we get estimates for this item?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that the Municipal Public Works Department has completed this outstanding matter in respect to the railing on the pedestrian bridge at Stonafton Park. 
 
28. “John Deere - MOU between FD and Co. of North - any word yet?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that this matter needs to be addressed by the Municipal representative Municipal Volunteer Fire Chief David Wright and Mia Frankl of the County of Northumberland. I will contact Mr. Wright advising him to organize a meeting with Ms. Frankl to organize this matter pertaining to the “Memorandum of Understanding.” 
 
29. “Planning - when we receive an agency comment which directs us to get a further comment from MOE, and since you have advised that they no longer provide same to municipalities - what can we do to satisfy this empty concern? Could you check to see what our local neighbouring communities to address this issue - as they must get the same reply from MOE as we do?” 
 
Response: I recommend that Municipal Administration Department staff undertake an enquiry of local municipalities in the County of Northumberland as to whether they receive written comments relating to municipal planning matters, (i.e. consent applications, rezoning amendments, etc.) pertaining to the Ministry of the Environment. 
 
As I have stated before, to my knowledge the Ministry of the Environment and the Ministry of Natural Resources and local school boards do not provide written comments and have no interest in receiving municipal planning applications relating to consents, minor variances and zoning amendments. These ministries are circulated through the Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency in respect to substantial planning initiatives such as subdivision and condominium proposals. 
 
30. “Glens of Antrim - any update on the status of this development?” 
 
Response: I have been forwarding e-mails on a regular basis to Councillors, updating the status of this proposed residential development, (Glens of Antrim) upon receipt from Heather Rielly, Planner for Pine Ridge Municipal Planning Agency, (PRMPA) who has jurisdiction over this planning proposal in that she represents the Province of Ontario. I have sent an e-mail requesting a meeting with Heather Rielly and Peter Josephs, (Township Planner) in late September to obtain a status update as to the outstanding matters in respect to Reports and documentation that are required to facilitate the process that is required to complete this planning application. 



31. “Did we confirm that there is a "slow down" sign out near the Robin's Pit area - to help remind folks to reduce speed?” 
 
Response: Signage will not be installed at this time as it is premature in nature due to the fact that there is an Ontario Municipal Board hearing that is scheduled to be held in late November, 2011 that is addressing the pit license application relating to the Robins family. This O.M.B. hearing will, in my opinion, stipulate the requirements for signage and other issues and factors that will be illustrated in the “Terms and Conditions” of the pit license should this application be approved through this hearing process. 
 
32. “Any update on the status of seeking a reduced speed limit through the Wicklow center hub intersection? How do we deal with the County on this one?” 
 
Response: To the best of my knowledge in discussions with Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk, it appears that the municipality has not received any formal correspondence requesting the reduction of the speed limit in the Hamlet of Wicklow. Also, should an enquiry of this nature become apparent, this matter would have to be forwarded to the County of Northumberland Public Works Department who have the authority and jurisdiction relating to speed limits and other signage to be situated on County Road # 2. 
 
33. “Can FD confirm that a key to the Alderville water reservoir has been successfully placed in the appropriate hands?” 
 
Response: This matter is under the jurisdiction of the Municipal Fire Chief David Wright and any enquiry concerning the status of this matter can be addressed at the next Regular Council Meeting to be held on Thursday, September 1st, 2011. 
 
34. “Have all our concerns about incorrect 911 numbers been addressed - Alderville, for example?” 
 
Response: To the best of my knowledge, through e-mail correspondence from Dianne Nicholls, Administrative Assistant, Roseneath Office) and verbal confirmation from Band Administrator Angela Gillies at our last Joint Council Meeting, the 911 numbers and the documentation required relating to Alderville First Nation lands has been addressed. 
 
35. “Hydro charge-back to residents - is this something that Arryn could help to gather info on for consideration closer to the end of this term?” 
 
Response: This matter has been forwarded to Municipal Treasurer Arryn McNichol to investigate. I assume this matter pertains to street lighting charges to the local residents within the geographic boundaries of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. 
 
36. “Trillium Grants - have we completed all necessary applications to-date? and, have all New Infrastructure Funds available been requested to-date?” 
 
Response: This matter is being researched by Municipal Treasurer Arryn McNichol and Treasury staff members Beth Vosbourgh as to Trillium applications to be forwarded relating to projects relating to the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. In response to your enquiry as to provincial infrastructure funds, it is my understanding following discussion with Mr. Lou Rinaldi, (M.P., Quinte West) and other peers in the municipal field that there is no formal program in place to facilitate an applications by our municipality in respect to our needs pertaining to infrastructure matters at this time. 
 
I believe that this matter relating to any potential financial programs relating to the Province of Ontario will be depend upon the Provincial elections results (October 6th, 2011). 
 
9. 37. “Quilt Display - shadow-box is being constructed in next month and will house the heritage quilt as well as a few heritage items from Twp upstairs. Costs will be much more reasonable as the windows frames were donated by Jim Fell and the construction is being completed by the son-in-law. Will update as project proceeds. Shadow box will be erected on the east wall of the council chambers.” 
 
 
Response: It is my recommendation that this matter should be discussed with Council members and Municipal Staff as to the placement of the shadow box due to the fact that there is interest in installation of a Smart Board that would need to be utilized in the event that an emergency situation would occur within the boundaries of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. 
 
The placement of this material within the Council chambers and the Municipal Administration Office in Grafton should be analyzed and discussed as to the future implications of the space being utilized as an Emergency Operations Centre (EOC) 
 
38. “Smart-Board - can it be erected in Grafton's council chambers asap - can the present projector screen be moved to the council chambers in RN?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding in discussions with the Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk that she is awaiting information from Mr. Ken Stubbings, (County of Northumberland Emergency Planning representative) as to requirements and his opinion concerning the installation of this board and how it is to be utilized in our EOC and having connections to a power source and computer use. 
 
It is also my understanding that the Emergency Planning representatives, Dianne Nicholls, Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk, and Bernadette Murray, (Municipal Administration Assistant, Grafton) will need training in utilizing the Smart Board for its ultimate capacity in providing information for Council pertaining to emergency planning matters. 
 
39. “Alcohol Policy - for all halls - any updates on meeting of the committee members and the securing of a mutually satisfying policy?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding in discussions with the Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk that the “Special Occasion Permit” (S.O.P.) policy has been changed through amended provincial legislation. Robin is currently researching this information as to the implications relating to the Municipality’s alcohol policy. 
 
It is my understanding that subsequent to clarification of the implications that the Municipal Clerk will author correspondence to the Chairpersons of the various municipal public facilities that serve alcohol to discuss the existing Municipal Alcohol Policy and that any revisions and amendments to the current policy would be forwarded to the Municipal Council for recommendations. 
 
40. “Vernonville's electric stoves - could you inquire as to whether or not the PWS or the arena have storage area they would be willing to house these two stoves until the Vernonville renovations are completed? (Presently, these stoves are in my garage.)” 
 
Response: It is my recommendation that this matter should be attended to by the Municipal Public Works Department to request a storage facility to house the two (2) existing electric stoves that are presently being stored at the Jaynes’ estates. 
 
41. “Risk Management Project - any update so far? Has our insurance agent confirmed the satisfaction of any other department's policies and procedures besides the arena?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding in discussions with the Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk is further investigating the requirements of the municipality in respect to Risk Management policies regarding the operations of our facilities in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. 
 
42. “Have we received our front counter "zero tolerance for harassment" signs which were to be placed in both Grafton and Roseneath? 
 
Response: Response: It is my understanding in discussions with the Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk that “Harassment” signage is on back order. Municipal staff have been diligently pursuing the interest of the municipality in receiving this signage. However, rather than delaying the posting of this document, on August 30th, 2011 Administrative Assistant Bernadette Murray researched the legislation and composed a “Zero Tolerance” poster in-house. Each poster is being laminated using our own office equipment and following yesterday’s approval (August 30th, 2011) by Municipal Clerk Robin van de Moosdyk it will shortly be posted in the various municipal public buildings and workplaces. 
 
43. “Would it be productive for departments to provide council with 2012 Work Plans - to help council know what each department is targeting and setting goals towards. I understand that things come up - but would be nice to get an overall feel for each department. This may also aid them when considering their budgeting for 2012.” 
 
Response: Historically, the operation of goals and initiatives of each municipal department is illustrated in respect to the submission of interest relating to their budget requirements for the fiscal year. As in the past, each department will forward a preliminary budget for Council’s deliberations for the fiscal year 2012 which will illustrate the goals, objectives and initiatives of their department. The financial component dictates the work component relating to any municipal department. 
 
44. “IT - Jamie Walters - could we discuss the possibility of getting a quote for similar support - and do we presently have a contract with this IT?” 
 
Response: It is my recommendation to retain the services of Mr. Jamie Walters who has provided excellent service and advice to Municipal Staff, most importantly assisting our new Municipal Treasurer Arryn McNichol. All of the problems of the past have been addressed in that during the last three or four months there have been hardly any personal or professional visits by Mr. Walters to address any technical issues relating to our system. We do not have a contract with this individual but rather he is retained “as needed” and is also the IT representative for our abutting municipality, The Corporation of the Township of Hamilton, who is also very satisfied with his computer technology and expertise. 
 





45. “Pls. remind the PWS that the stony area down at Mr. Higgins property still needs to be addressed this fall.” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward has this item on his list of duties that are required to be completed in the fall of 2011. 
 
46. “Could we do a draft resident's inquiry log - another item to be prepared ahead of setting up the new reception person position?” 
 
Response: It is my opinion that this is premature at this time until the physical component and the restructuring component of the Treasury Department is completed. Also, this matter should be discussed as a Council item and with the input of Senior Municipal Management as to creating this administration initiative. 
 
47. “Were the costs for the Centreton Library and Hall ever divided up to show the breakdown? If not, could this be done to be held for reference material as well?” 
 
Response: To the best of my knowledge, the expenditure analysis concerning the Centreton Library and the Community Hall has not been completed. My recommendation is that the Municipal Treasury Department make their “best efforts,” when time permits, to provide an expenditure breakdown that will have its difficulty in respect to the interrelationship between the Centreton Library and the Community in respect to labour and materials. The Treasury Department will be encouraged to do their best to establish approximate costs affiliated with the two components of this facility. 
 
48. “Any update on White Island?” 
 
Response: I have not had any personal contact with the property owner Mr. Hans Jansen since August, 2010 and have not received any correspondence or phone contact through his planning consultant, Heather Sadler (Eco Vue Consulting Ltd.) relating to this project for the potential realization of a residential subdivision on White Island. 
 
49. “Roseneath - outstanding grass-cutting issue?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that this long outstanding grass-cutting issue relating to private property in the Hamlet of Roseneath was completed on August 24th, 2011. 
 
50. “How often are our application forms for severance reviewed and updated. Could this be done to reflect what exactly would be acceptable for sketches, for example?” 
 
Response: Planning applications are reviewed on an annual basis by the Municipal Planning Department in consultation with our Township Planner, Mr. Peter Josephs. I believe that the applicants complete and provide the documentation in respect to planning application submissions to the best of their ability. I realize that there is a substantial variance as to sketches submitted and the quality and degree of detail is dependent upon the abilities of the applicant(s) in completing the sketch. My recommendation is that this policy is to remain as status quo concerning the sketches provided by applicants. If any of the Council members have any questions, concerns or enquiries concerning the applicant’s form or sketch, these concerns should be brought forward during the “informal” review phase of the planning application to the applicant. 
 
51. “Update on our request for Co of North - conveyance of Dunbar Rd.?” 
 
Response: It is my understanding that Mayor Dalton McDonald, who is the municipality’s representative on County Council, is addressing this matter. 
 
52. “Do we have a 2012 plan for building maintenance as well as accessibility updates?” 
 
Response: We do not have a plan for building maintenance for the fiscal year 2012. My recommendation is to have the Chief Building Official provide a Building Maintenance Plan for all public facilities under the care and control of the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand. This plan would be presented and be included in the Council budget deliberations for the fiscal year 2012. 
 
It is also my recommendation that the Chief Building Official provide an update as to what has been completed at each public facility in the fiscal year 2011 and what can be envisioned and projected to be completed in the fiscal year 2012. This would greatly assist Council during their budget deliberations in addressing accessibility requirements for the fiscal year 2012. 
 
53. “Centreton Hall and Library - does the contractor have a game plan for this fall for the ventilation, ice and sidewalk/entries issues?” 
 
Response: My recommendation is that all of these items presented by Councillor Sandra Jaynes in her e-mail correspondence dated August 28th, 2011 be incorporated into a memorandum for each Municipal Department or individual to provide a written update in respect to the items presented in this C.A.O. Report. A notice of completion or a status update should be provided in writing for the Regular Council Meeting of Thursday, September 1st, 2011 or no later than the Regular Council Meeting of Wednesday, September 21st, 2011 due to the fact that additional time may be required to address some of the outstanding issues relating to the various municipal departments. 
 
Other Outstanding Items: 
 
Nawautin Sanctuary: The Municipal Clerk and C.A.O. will coordinate to author an amending letter pertaining to the issue of shore wells in respect to Nawautin Sanctuary. 
 
Please be advised that G.I.S. training has been undertaken by way of the County of Northumberland student, Ms. Cora Tinney relating to the defining easements pertaining to this residential subdivision. 
 
Community Safety Zone By-Law Re: Minnetonka Road: The Municipal Administration Department is to obtain a new sample “Community Safety Zone” By-law relating to the vehicular speed limit along Minnetonka Road. It should be noted that the municipality has already addressed the reduction of the speed limit at this location from 80 to 50 kms. As well, the municipality has also installed other signage along Minnetonka Road advising concerning the Elders’ residence situated on this road. 
 
Cobourg Landfill/Eagleson Site (Closed): Betty Carruthers has requested a copy of the annual Monitoring Report for the fiscal year 2010. The Administration Department has received the reports and are available for viewing upon request. 



Oak Ridge Moraine Foundation: The C.A.O. is in the process of completing a draft letter to the Oak Ridges Moraine Foundation which will be brought forward to Councillors for their review and approval at the Municipal Planning Meeting of Wednesday, September 28th, 2011. 
 
Turk Road East Project: Mr. John Morgan, (Principal of Shelter Valley Aggregates Ltd.) has forwarded correspondence to the undersigned who then forwarded copies to members of Council and Municipal Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward. I also sent a copy to Garth Watson, (Township Engineer) requesting his interest in requesting permission from the municipality the most westerly cross culvert along the unopened road allowance in the Township of Alnwick/Haldimand portion of the proposed reconstruction of Turk Road East. 
 
Mr. John Morgan is interested in installing this cross culvert and realized that there are two others to be installed. He is requesting to install this cross culvert to meet the criteria relating to the permit issued by the Lower Trent Conservation Authority who are requiring its installation prior to September 15th, 2011. My recommendation concerning this request is to request written comments from the Municipal Public Works Superintendent Cam Ward and Garth Watson, (Township Engineer) as to their comments and opinion in respect to this matter.
